To be eligible, a drayage truck or cargo handling equipment must emit NOX at a rate that is at least 25% 
less than the emissions rate of the engine on the equipment being replaced or repowered. 

NOTE: In the tables below, “CI” refers to the old engine’s ignition type. CI engines are compression 
ignition engines that use diesel fuels.
