I. JURISDICTION AND STIPULATIONS

At its	 agenda, the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality ("the
Commission" or "TCEQ") considered this agreement of the parties, resolving an enforcement action
regarding The Methodist Hospital ("Methodist") under the authority of TEx. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE ch.
3 82 and TEx. WATER CODE ch. 7. The Executive Director of the TCEQ, through the Enforcement Division,
and Methodist appear before the Commission and together stipulate that:

1. Methodist owns and operates a medical facility at 6565 Fannin Street in Houston, Harris County,
Texas (the "Plant").

2. The Plant consists of one or more sources as defined in TEx. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE

§ 382.003(12).

3. The Commission and Methodist agree that the Commission has jurisdiction to enter this Agreed
Order, and that Methodist is subject to the Commission's jurisdiction.

4. Methodist received notice of the violations alleged in Section II ("Allegations") on or about August
5, 2006.

5. The occurrence of any violation is in dispute and the entry of this Agreed Order shall not constitute
an admission by Methodist of any violation alleged in Section II ("Allegations"), nor of any statute
or rule.

6. An administrative penalty in the amount of Thirty-Two Thousand Dollars ($32,000) is assessed by
the Commission in settlement of the violations alleged in Section II ("Allegations"). Six Thousand
Four Hundred Dollars ($6,400) is deferred contingent upon Methodist's timely and satisfactory
compliance with all the terms of this Agreed Order. The deferred amount will be waived upon full
compliance with the terms of this Agreed Order. If Methodist fails to timely and satisfactorily
comply with all requirements of this Agreed Order, the Executive Director may require Methodist
to pay all or part of the deferred penalty. Twenty-Five Thousand Six Hundred Dollars ($25,600)
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shall be conditionally offset by Methodist's completion of a Supplemental Environmental Project
("SEP").

Any notice and procedures which might otherwise be authorized or required in this action are waived
in the interest of a more timely resolution of the matter.

The Executive Director of the TCEQ and Methodist have agreed on a settlement of the matters
alleged in this enforcement action, subject to the approval of the Commission.

The Executive Director recognizes that Methodist has implemented the following corrective
measures at the Plant:

a. Conducted stack testing of the boilers on February 23, 2006 and submitted results on April
13, 2006 which demonstrated the amount of nitrogen oxides ("NOx") emissions per unit of
fuel used by the boilers;

b. Installed fuel flow meters on the boilers on February 1, 2006 to determine the amount of NOx
emissions during annual control periods; and

c. Submitted an ECT-1 Form summarizing NOx emissions during the 2005 annual control
period on April 4, 2006.

The Executive Director may, without further notice or hearing, refer this matter to the Office of the
Attorney General of the State of Texas ("OAG") for further enforcement proceedings if the
Executive Director deteunines that Methodist has not complied with one or more of the terms or
conditions in this Agreed Order.

This Agreed Order shall terminate five years from its effective date or upon compliance with all the
terms and conditions set forth in this Agreed Order, whichever is later.

12. The provisions of this Agreed Order are deemed severable and, if a court of competent jurisdiction
or other appropriate authority deems any provision of this Agreed Order unenforceable, the
remaining provisions shall be valid and enforceable.

Specifically, the boilers at the Plant are subject to the
requirements of the Mass Emissions Cap and Trade Program, however Methodist failed to submit
the results of stack testing by March 31, 2005 to demonstrate the amount of NOx emissions per unit
of fuel used.

3. Failed to install fuel flow meters on the boilers by March 31, 2005, in violation of 30 TEx. ADMIN.
CODE § 117.534(1)(A) and TEx. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE § 382.085(b), as documented during a
record review conducted on June 16, 2006. Specifically, the boilers at the Plant are subject to the
requirements of the Mass Emissions Cap and Trade Program, however Methodist failed to install fuel
flow meters by March 31, 2005 to determine the amount of NOx emissions during each annual
control period.

4. Failed to submit an ECT-1 Form by March 31 St of each year summarizing NOx emissions and
emissions trades for the previous annual control period, in violation of 30 TEx. ADMIN. CODE §
101.359(a) and TEx. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE § 382.085(b), as documented during a record review
conducted on June 16, 2006. Specifically, the boilers at the Plant are subject to the requirements of
the Mass Emissions Cap and Trade Program, however Methodist failed to submit ECT-1 Forms for
the 2002, 2003, and 2004 annual control periods and failed to submit an ECT-1 Form for the 2005
annual control period by March 31, 2006.

5. Failed to ensure that a quantity of allowances are maintained in its compliance account by March 1st
of each year equal to or greater than the total NOx emissions emitted during the previous annual
control period, in violation of 30 TEx. ADMIN. CODE § 101.352(b) and TEx. HEALTH & SAFETY
CODE § 382.085(b), as documented during a record review conducted on June 16, 2006. Specifically,
the boilers at the Plant are subj ect to the requirements of the Mass Emissions Cap and Trade Program
however, since Methodist failed to submit ECT-3 and ECT-1 Forms as required, emissions
allowances were not maintained for the NOx emissions generated during the 2002, 2003, and 2004
annual control periods.

III. DENIALS

Methodist generally denies each allegation in Section II ("Allegations"

IV. ORDERING PROVISIONS

1. It is, therefore, ordered by the TCEQ that Methodist pay an administrative penalty as set forth in
Section I, Paragraph 6 above. The payment of this administrative penalty and Methodist's
compliance with all the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreed Order resolve only the
allegations in Section II. The Commission shall not be constrained in any manner from requiring
corrective action or penalties for violations which are not raised here. Administrative penalty
payments shall be made payable to "TCEQ" and shall be sent with the notation "Re: The Methodist
Hospital, Docket No. 2006-1372-AIR-E" to:
