Irefuse to allow sewer discharge
to cross my property when there i 1s no drainage channel of any sort on my property, nor any
drainage easement.

My name is Jeffrey D. Lochore, Partner in Little Princess Investment Company, owner of
79 acres adjacent to the eastern boundary (my property is on the east side of Old Houston Road)
of the Elan Development property.
