Eligible sites will be limited to those where a responsible party cannot be found and
where reasonable efforts have been made to prevent the dumping. SEP monies will be used to pay for the
direct cost of collecting and disposing of tires. All dollars contributed will be used solely for the direct cost of
the project and no portion will be spent on administrative costs. The SEP will be done in accordance with all
federal, state and local environmental laws and regulations.

The Respondent certifies that there is no prior commitment to do this project and that it is being performed
solely in an effort to settle this enforcement action.

B. Environmental Benefit

This SEP will provide a discernible environmental benefit by providing for the proper disposal of tires and by
reducing health threats associated with illegally dumped tires. Illegal tire dumpsites can become breeding
grounds for mosquitoes and rodents which carry disease. The potential for tire fires is also reduced by
removing illegally dumped tires. Tire fires can result in the contamination of surface water, ground water, and
soil.

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At its	 agenda, the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality ("the
Commission" or "TCEQ") considered this agreement of the parties, resolving an enforcement action
regarding Maverick County ("the County") under the authority of TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE ch. 341
and TEX. WATER CODE ch. 5. The Executive Director of the TCEQ, through the Enforcement Division,
and the County presented this agreement to the Commission.

The County understands that it has certain procedural rights at certain points in the enforcement
process, including, but not limited to, the right to formal notice of violations, notice of an evidentiary
hearing, the right to an evidentiary hearing, and a right to appeal. By entering into this Agreed Order, the
County agrees to waive all notice and procedural rights.

It is further understood and agreed that this Order represents the complete and fully-integrated
settlement of the parties. The provisions of this Agreed Order are deemed severable and, if a court of
competent jurisdiction or other appropriate authority deems any provision of this Agreed Order
unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall be valid and enforceable. The duties and responsibilities
imposed by this Agreed Order are binding upon the County.

The Commission makes the following Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law:

I. FINDINGS OF FACT

1. The County owns and operates an airport with a public water supply on Highway 277,
approximately 11 miles north of Eagle Pass in Maverick County, Texas (the "Facility") that has
approximately 207 service connections and serves at least 25 people per day for at least 60 days
per year.

2. During a record review conducted on May 11, 2008, TCEQ staff documented that the County did
not submit the surface water monthly 'operating report ("SWMOR') to the Commission by the
tenth day of the month following the end of the reporting period. Specifically, the County failed
to submit the September 2007, October 2007, November 2007, December 2007, and January
2008 SWMORs to the Commission.
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3. During a record review conducted on May 11, 2008, TCEQ staff documented that the County did
not maintain a minimum disinfectant residual of 0.5 milligrams per liter ("mg/L") chloramine in
the water entering the distribution system for a period longer than four consecutive hours.
Specifically, there' were nine days in December 2007, four days in February 2008, and six days in
March 2008 in which the County reported that the water entering the distribution system had low
disinfectant residual readings for more than four consecutive hours.

4. During a record review conducted on May 11, 2008, TCEQ staff documented that the County did
not maintain a minimum disinfectant residual of 0.5 mg/L chloramine throughout the distribution
system in more than five percent of the samples collected each month, for any two consecutive
months. Specifically, during December 2007 and January 2008, the County reported that 45.2%
of the disinfectant residual readings in the distribution system were below the required minimum
disinfectant residual concentration of 0.5 mg/L chloramine. Additionally, the County reported
that the percentage was 48.3% for February 2008, 45.2% for March 2008, and 46:7% for April
2008.

5. During a record review conducted on February 4, 2009, TCEQ staff documented that the County
did not pay all Consolidated Water Quality ("CWQ"), On-Site Wastewater Treatment Reseach
Council ("WTR"), and Public Health Service ("PHS") fees to the Commission. Specifically,
outstanding annual and late fees are owed for TCEQ Financial Administration Account Nos.
0620138, 23004462, and 91620003.

The County received notice of the violations on or about January 13, 2009.

The Executive Director recognizes that the County has implemented the following corrective
measures at the Facility:

a. On March 10, 2008, the County submitted the February 2008 SWMOR to the
Commission and began submitting all subsequent SWMORs to the Commision no later
than the tenth day of the month following the end of the reporting period;

b. As of April 2008, the County began maintaining a minimum disinfectant residual of 0.5
mg/L chloramine in the water entering the distribution system and no low disinfectant
residual readings for more than four consecutive hours were reported; and

c. As of May 2008, the County began maintaining a minimum disinfectant residual of 0.5
mg/L • chloramine throughout the distribution system and fewer than 5% of the
disinfectant residual readings taken by the County were below the minimum residual
requirement.

II. CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

The County is subject to the jurisdiction of the TCEQ pursuant to TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE
ch. 341, TEX. WATER CODE ch. 5, and the rules of the Commission.
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2. As evidenced by Findings of Fact No. 2, the County failed to submit the SWMORs to the
Commission by the tenth day of the month following the end of the reporting period, in violation
of 30 TEx. ADMIN. CODE §§ 290.110(e)(2) and (e)(5) and 290.111(h)(3) and (h)(11).

3. As evidenced by Findings of Fact No. 3, the County failed to maintain a minimum disinfectant
residual of 0.5 mg/L chloramine in the water entering the distribution system for a period longer
than four consecutive hours, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.110(b)(2) and (f)(4) and
TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE § 341.0315(c).

4. As evidenced by Findings of Fact No. 4, the County failed to maintain a minimum disinfectant
residual of 0.5 mg/L chloramine throughout the distribution system in more than five percent of
the samples collected each month, for any two consecutive months, in violation of 30 TEX.
ADMIN. CODE § 290.110(b)(4) and (f)(6) and TEx. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE § 341.0315(c).

5. As evidenced by Findings of Fact No. 5, the County failed to pay all CWQ, WTR, and PHS fees
to the Commission in a timely manner, in violation of 30 TEx. ADMIN. CODE §§ 21.4, 285.21(b),
and 290.51 and TEx. WATER CODE § 5.702.

6. Pursuant to TEx. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE § 341.049, the Commission has the authority to assess
an administrative penalty against the County for violations of the Texas Water Code and the
Texas Health and Safety Code within the Commission's jurisdiction; for violations of rules
adopted under such statutes; or for violations of orders or permits issued under such statutes.

7. An administrative penalty in the amount of Two Thousand Six Hundred Fifty-Two Dollars
($2,652) is justified by the facts recited in this Agreed Order, and considered in light of the
factors set forth in TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE § 341.049(b). Two Thousand Six Hundred
Fifty-Two Dollars ($2,652) will be offset by the County's completion of Supplemental
Environmental Project ("SEP").

III. ORDERING PROVISIONS

NOW, ' THEREFORE, THE TEXAS COMMISSION ON ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY
ORDERS that:

1. The County is assessed an administrative penalty in the amount of Two Thousand Six Hundred
Fifty-Two Dollars ($2,652) as set forth in Section II, Paragraph 7 above, for violations of TCEQ
rules and state statutes. The payment of this administrative penalty and the County's compliance
with all the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreed Order completely resolve the violations
set forth by this Agreed Order in this action. However, the Commission shall not be constrained
in any manner from requiring corrective actions or penalties for other violations that are not
raised here.

As set forth in Section II, Paragraph 7 above, Two Thousand Six Hundred Fifty-Two Dollars
($2,652) of the assessed administrative penalty shall be offset with the condition that the County
implement the SEP defined in Attachment A, incorporated herein by reference. The County's
obligation to pay the conditionally offset portion of the administrative penalty assessed shall be
discharged upon final completion of all provisions of the SEP agreement.
