At its                                       agenda meeting, the Texas Commission on Environmental 
Quality (“Commission” or “TCEQ”) considered the Executive Director’s Preliminary Report 
and Petition filed pursuant to TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE ch. 341 and the rules of the TCEQ, 
which requests appropriate relief, including the imposition of an administrative penalty and 
corrective action of the respondent.  The respondent made the subject of this Order is 
GENERAL SAMS OFF ROAD PARK, INC. (“Respondent”). 

 
The Commission makes the following Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law: 
 

FINDINGS OF FACT 
 
1. Respondent owns and operates a public water system located at 224 Bishop Road in 

Huntsville, Walker County, Texas (the “Facility”).  The Facility provides water for 
human consumption, has approximately 11 service connections, and serves at least 
25 people per day for at least 60 days per year.  As such, the Facility is a public 
water system as defined in 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.38(66). 

 
2. During an investigation conducted on August 6, 2010, a TCEQ Houston Regional 

Office investigator documented that Respondent:  
 
a. Failed to provide an accurate and up-to-date map of the distribution system so 

that valves and mains can be located easily during emergencies; 
 
b. Failed to compile and maintain a complete and up-to-date plant operations 

manual for operator review and reference; 
 
c. Failed to develop and maintain an up-to-date chemical and microbiological 

monitoring plan that identifies all sampling locations, describes the sampling 
frequency, and specifies the analytical procedures and laboratories that the 
Facility will use to comply with the monitoring requirements; 

 
d. Failed to provide an intruder-resistant fence for all potable water storage tanks 

and pressure maintenance facilities.  Specifically, it was documented that the 
fence around the ground storage tank (“GST”) did not have three strands of 
barbed wire extending outward from the top of the fence at a 45 degree angle; 
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e. Failed to submit well completion data to the Commission for review and 
approval prior to placing a well into service; 

 
f. Failed to conduct an annual inspection of the Facility’s pressure tank; 
 
g. Failed to maintain a minimum pressure of 35 pounds per square inch (“psi”) 

throughout the distribution system at all times.  Specifically, the pressure 
reading recorded during the investigation was 26 psi; 

 
h. Failed to monitor the disinfectant residual at representative locations in the 

distribution system at least once every seven days using a Commission 
approved chlorine test kit; 

 
i. Failed to provide the well with a flow measuring device.  Specifically, it was 

documented that no flow measuring device was installed on the well discharge 
line; 

 
j. Failed to provide a well casing vent with an opening that is covered with 16-

mesh or finer corrosion-resistant screen, facing downward, elevated and 
located so as to minimize the drawing of contaminants into the well.  
Specifically, it was documented that the well vent was not covered with a 16-
mesh or finer corrosion-resistant screen; 

 
k. Failed to submit and receive approval of as-built plans and specifications that 

are prepared by a licensed professional engineer.  Specifically, it was 
documented that Respondent began operating the Facility prior to submitting 
and receiving Commission approval of all required plans and specifications for 
the Facility; 

 
l. Failed to install disinfection equipment so that continuous and effective 

disinfection can be secured under all conditions.  Specifically, it was 
documented that the Facility was not equipped with any disinfection equipment; 

 
m. Failed to provide the roof vent opening on the GST with a 16-mesh or finer 

corrosion resistant screening; 
 
n. Failed to provide the GST with a roof hatch that is designed, fabricated, and 

erected in strict accordance with American Water Works Association (“AWWA”) 
standards.  Specifically, the roof hatch on the GST did not overlap the curbing 
by at least two inches, was not locked, and did not have a gasket to form a 
positive seal when closed; 

 
o. Failed to provide the GST with an overflow that is designed in strict accordance 

with current AWWA standards, that terminates with a gravity-hinged and 
weighted cover; and  

 
p. Failed to provide the GST with a liquid level indicator. 
 

3. Respondent received notice of the violations on or about October 23, 2010. 
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4. The Executive Director filed the “Executive Director’s Preliminary Report and Petition 
Recommending that the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality Enter an 
Enforcement Order Assessing an Administrative Penalty Against and Requiring 
Certain Actions of GENERAL SAMS OFF ROAD PARK, INC.” (the “EDPRP”) in the TCEQ 
Chief Clerk’s office on March 17, 2011. 
 

5. By letter dated March 17, 2011, sent to Respondent’s last known address via 
certified mail, return receipt requested, and via first class mail, postage prepaid, the 
Executive Director served Respondent with notice of the EDPRP.  The United States 
Postal Service returned the EDPRP sent by certified mail as “unclaimed.”  The first 
class mail has not been returned, indicating that Respondent received notice of the 
EDPRP. 
 

6. More than 20 days have elapsed since Respondent received notice of the, provided 
by the Executive Director.  Respondent failed to file an answer and failed to request 
a hearing. 
 

 
CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

 
1. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 1, Respondent is subject to the jurisdiction of 

the TCEQ pursuant to TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE ch. 341 and the rules of the 
Commission. 
 

2. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.a., Respondent failed to provide an accurate 
and up-to-date map of the distribution system so that valves and mains can be 
located easily during emergencies, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE                      
§ 290.46(n)(2). 
 

3. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.b., Respondent failed to compile and maintain 
a complete and up-to-date plant operations manual for operator review and 
reference, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.42(l). 
 

4. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.c., Respondent failed to develop and maintain 
an up-to-date chemical and microbiological monitoring plan that identifies all 
sampling locations, describes the sampling frequency, and specifies the analytical 
procedures and laboratories that the Facility will use to comply with the monitoring 
requirements, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.121(a) and (b). 
 

5. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.d., Respondent failed to provide an intruder-
resistant fence for all potable water storage tanks and pressure maintenance 
facilities, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.43(e). 

 
6. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.e., Respondent failed to submit well 

completion data to the Commission for review and approval prior to placing a well 
into service, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.41(c)(3)(A). 
 

7. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.f., Respondent failed to conduct an annual 
inspection of the Facility’s pressure tank, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE             
§ 290.46(m)(1)(B). 
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8. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.g., Respondent failed to maintain a minimum 
pressure of 35 psi throughout the distribution system at all times, in violation of 30 
TEX. ADMIN. CODE §§ 290.44(d) and 290.46(r). 
 

9. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.h., Respondent failed to monitor the 
disinfectant residual at representative locations in the distribution system at least 
once every seven days using a Commission approved chlorine test kit, in violation of 
30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.110(c)(4)(A) and (d)(1)(B). 
 

10. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.i., Respondent failed to provide the well with a 
flow measuring device, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.41(c)(3)(N). 
 

11. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.j., Respondent failed to provide a well casing 
vent with an opening that is covered with 16-mesh or finer corrosion-resistant 
screen, facing downward, elevated and located so as to minimize the drawing of 
contaminants into the well, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.41(c)(3)(K). 
 

12. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.k., Respondent failed to submit and receive 
approval of as-built plans and specifications that are prepared by a licensed 
professional engineer, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.39(e)(1) and (h)(1) 
and TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE § 341.035(a). 
 

13. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.l., Respondent failed to install disinfection 
equipment so that continuous and effective disinfection can be secured under all 
conditions, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.42(e)(3). 
 

14. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.m., Respondent failed to provide the roof vent 
opening on the GST with a 16-mesh or finer corrosion resistant screening, in 
violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.43(c)(1). 
 

15. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.n., Respondent failed to provide the GST with 
a roof hatch that is designed, fabricated, and erected in strict accordance with AWWA 
standards, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.43(c)(2). 
 

16. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.o., Respondent failed to provide the GST with 
an overflow that is designed in strict accordance with current AWWA standards, that 
terminates with a gravity-hinged and weighted cover, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. 
CODE § 290.43(c)(3). 
 

17. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 2.p., Respondent failed to provide the GST with 
a liquid level indicator, in violation of 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.43(c)(4). 

 
18. As evidenced by Findings of Fact Nos. 4 and 5, the Executive Director timely served 

Respondent with proper notice of the EDPRP, as required by TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY 
CODE § 341.049 and 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 70.104(c)(2). 

 
19. As evidenced by Finding of Fact No. 6, Respondent failed to file a timely answer as 

required by TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE § 341.049 and 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 70.105.  
Pursuant to TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE § 341.049 and 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 70.106, 
the Commission may enter a Default Order against Respondent and assess the 
penalty recommended by the Executive Director. 
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20. Pursuant to TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE § 341.049, the Commission has the authority 

to assess an administrative penalty against Respondent for violations of state 
statutes within the Commission’s jurisdiction, for violations of rules adopted under 
such statutes, or for violations of orders or permits issued under such statutes. 
 

21. An administrative penalty in the amount of three thousand one hundred eighty-five 
dollars ($3,185.00) is justified by the facts recited in this Order, and considered in 
light of the factors set forth in TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE § 341.049.  

 
22. TEX. WATER CODE §§ 5.102 and 7.002 authorize the Commission to issue orders and 

make determinations necessary to effectuate the purposes of the statutes within its 
jurisdiction. 
 
 

ORDERING PROVISIONS 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, THE TEXAS COMMISSION ON ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY ORDERS that: 
 
1. Respondent is assessed an administrative penalty in the amount of three thousand 

one hundred eighty-five dollars ($3,185.00) for violations of state statutes and rules 
of the TCEQ.  The payment of this administrative penalty and Respondent’s 
compliance with all the terms and conditions set forth in this Order completely 
resolve the matters set forth by this Order in this action.  The Commission shall not 
be constrained in any manner from requiring corrective actions or penalties for other 
violations which are not raised here. 
 

2. The administrative penalty assessed by this Order shall be paid within 30 days after 
the effective date of this Order.  All checks submitted to pay the penalty imposed by 
this Order shall be made out to “Texas Commission on Environmental Quality” and 
shall be sent with the notation “Re: GENERAL SAMS OFF ROAD PARK, INC.; Docket

i. Develop and begin maintaining an accurate and up-to-date map of the 
distribution system that shows the locations of the Facility’s mains and 
valves, in accordance with 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.46 (Conclusion of 
Law No. 2); 

   
ii. Develop and begin maintaining an up-to-date and thorough plant 

operations manual, in accordance with 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.42 
(Conclusion of Law No. 3); 
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iii. Develop and begin maintaining an up-to-date chemical and 

microbiological monitoring plan that identifies all sampling locations, 
describes the sampling frequency, and specifies the analytical 
procedures and laboratories that the Facility will use to comply with the 
monitoring requirements, in accordance with 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE         
§ 290.121 (Conclusion of Law No. 4); 

 
iv. Perform an annual inspection of the Facility’s pressure tank, in 

accordance with 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.46 (Conclusion of Law      
No. 7); 

 
v. Begin monitoring the disinfectant residual at representative locations in 

the distribution system at least once every seven days using a 
Commission approved chlorine test kit, in accordance with 30 TEX. 
ADMIN. CODE § 290.110 (Conclusion of Law No. 9); 

 
vi. Install a 16-mesh or finer corrosion-resistant screen on the well casing 

vent, in accordance with 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.41 (Conclusion of 
Law No. 11); and  

 
vii. Install disinfection equipment so that continuous and effective 

disinfection can be secured under all conditions, in accordance with 30 
TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.42 (Conclusion of Law No. 13). 

 
b. Within 60 days after the effective day of this Order, Respondent shall: 

 
i. Submit written certification as described in Ordering Provision No. 3.e. 

below, and include detailed supporting documentation including 
photographs, receipts, and/or other records to demonstrate compliance 
with Ordering Provision Nos. 3.a.i. through 3.a.vii.; 

 
ii. Provide an intruder-resistant fence around the GST with three strands 

of barbed wired set at a 45 degree angle, in accordance with 30 TEX. 
ADMIN. CODE § 290.43 (Conclusion of Law No. 5); 

 
iii. Provide a copy of the well completion data for the Facility’s well, in 

accordance with 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.41, with a copy submitted 
to the Commission at the following address (Conclusion of Law No. 6):

i. Submit written certification as described in Ordering Provision No. 3.e. 
below, and include detailed supporting documentation including 
photographs, receipts, and/or other records to demonstrate compliance 
with Ordering Provision Nos. 3.b.ii. through 3.b.iv.; 

 
ii. Begin operating the Facility to provide a minimum pressure of 35 psi 

throughout the distribution system at all times, in accordance with 30 
TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.44 and 290.46 (Conclusion of Law No. 8); 

 
iii. Submit as-built plans and specifications for the Facility that have been 

prepared by a licensed professional engineer for Commission review 
and approval, in accordance with 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.39; and  
respond completely and adequately, as determined by TCEQ, to all 
requests for information concerning as-built plans within 30 days after 
the date of such requests, or by any other deadline specified in writing.  
The plans and any exception requests shall be submitted to the address 
specified in Ordering Provision No. 3.b.iii. (Conclusion of Law No. 12); 
and  

 
iv. Provide a GST that is designed, fabricated, and erected in strict 

accordance with AWWA standards with the appropriate appurtenances, 
including but not limited to, a roof vent with 16-mesh or finer corrosion 
resistant screen, a roof hatch that meets AWWA standards, an 
overflow, and a liquid level indicator, in accordance with 30 TEX. ADMIN. 
CODE § 290.43 (Conclusions of Law Nos. 14, 15 and 16). 

 
d. Within 105 days after the effective date of this Order, Respondent shall 

submit written certification as described in Ordering Provision 3.e. below, and 
include detailed supporting documentation, including photographs, receipts, 
and/or other records, to demonstrate compliance with Ordering Provision  
Nos. 3.c.ii. through 3.c.iv.   
 

e. The certifications required by Ordering Provision Nos. 3.b.i., 3.c.i. and 3.d. 
shall be notarized by a State of Texas Notary Public and shall included the 
following certification language: 
 

“I certify under penalty of Law that I have personally examined and 
am familiar with the information submitted and all attached 
documents, and that based on my inquiry of those individuals 
immediately responsible for obtaining the information, I believe that 
the submitted information is true, accurate and complete.

4. All relief not expressly granted in this Order is denied. 

 
5. The provisions of this Order shall apply to and be binding upon Respondent. 

Respondent is ordered to give notice of this Order to personnel who maintain day-to-
day control over the Facility operations referenced in this Order. 

 
6. The Executive Director may grant an extension of any deadline in this Order or in 

any plan, report, or other document submitted pursuant to this Order, upon a written 
and substantiated showing of good cause.  All requests for extensions by Respondent 
shall be made in writing to the Executive Director.  Extensions are not effective until 
Respondent receives written approval from the Executive Director.  The 
determination of what constitutes good cause rests solely with the Executive 
Director. 
 

7. The Executive Director may refer this matter to the Office of the Attorney General of 
the State of Texas (“OAG”) for further enforcement proceedings without notice to 
Respondent if the Executive Director determines that Respondent has not complied 
with one or more of the terms or conditions in this Order. 
 

8. This Order shall terminate five years from its effective date or upon compliance with 
all the terms and conditions set forth in this Order, whichever is later. 
 

9. The Chief Clerk shall provide a copy of this Order to each of the parties.  By law, the 
effective date of this Order shall be the date the Order is final, as provided by 30 
TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 70.106(d) and TEX. GOV=T CODE § 2001.144.

At its                                       agenda meeting, the Texas Commission on Environmental 
Quality (“Commission” or “TCEQ”) considered the Executive Director’s Preliminary Report 
and Petition filed pursuant to TEX. HEALTH & SAFETY CODE ch. 341 and the rules of the TCEQ, 
which requests appropriate relief, including the imposition of an administrative penalty and 
corrective action of the respondent.  The respondent made the subject of this Order is 
GENERAL SAMS OFF ROAD PARK, INC. (“Respondent”). 


 
The Commission makes the following Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law: 
 


FINDINGS OF FACT 
 
1. Respondent owns and operates a public water system located at 224 Bishop Road in 


Huntsville, Walker County, Texas (the “Facility”).  The Facility provides water for 
human consumption, has approximately 11 service connections, and serves at least 
25 people per day for at least 60 days per year.  As such, the Facility is a public 
water system as defined in 30 TEX. ADMIN. CODE § 290.38(66). 


 
2. During an investigation conducted on August 6, 2010, a TCEQ Houston Regional 


Office investigator documented that Respondent:  
 
a. Failed to provide an accurate and up-to-date map of the distribution system so 


that valves and mains can be located easily during emergencies; 
 
b. Failed to compile and maintain a complete and up-to-date plant operations 


manual for operator review and reference; 
 
c. Failed to develop and maintain an up-to-date chemical and microbiological 


monitoring plan that identifies all sampling locations, describes the sampling 
frequency, and specifies the analytical procedures and laboratories that the 
Facility will use to comply with the monitoring requirements; 


 
d. Failed to provide an intruder-resistant fence for all potable water storage tanks 


and pressure maintenance facilities.  Specifically, it was documented that the 
fence around the ground storage tank (“GST”) did not have three strands of 
barbed wire extending outward from the top of the fence at a 45 degree angle;
