REQUEST A MODIFIED AGREEMENT TO USE SURFACE
WATER WITH A DAILY LIMIT ON GROUND WATER USED.

- Dear Sirs/Madams:

Thank you for your assistance and concern regarding Water Rights
Application No. 5852.

We the elected officials of the Village of Bear Creek are the closest city
to the permit site. Please be aware that 90% of our citizens are solely
dependent on individual wells for drinking and home water use. We
want to encourage The Golf Club at Circle C to be allowed to maximize

the use of surface rainwater retention for the irrigation of their facility




Since the dams and ponds are built, it just makes sense that storm water
would be a much better source for irrigation. It is environmentally
much better than pumping our limited ground water to irrigate and
replenish a dirty creek. Please limit The Golf Club at Circle C to pump
no more than 36,000 gpd from any and all of their wells for any
purpose. We request that all wells have a meter installed and a daily log
showing beginning reading, ending reading and the total water pumped
from the aquifer each day.

The City Council of the Village of Bear Creek has the following
concerns. These concerns are in {two categories, application
administrative errors, and merits and problems associated with the
applieation as it impacts the citizens of the Village of Bear Creek.

1. Application Administrative Error

The geographical area of concern, along Route 45 and FM 1826 is
a very rapidly growing area. The Map, included in Application
5852, showing this area is about 15 years out of date. Please
require a current geographical map.

2. Merits and problems associated with the application as it
impacts the citizens of the Village of Bear Creek

Approximately 90% of the Citizens of the Village of Bear Creek
are dependent on ground water for their homes. It is the City
Council’s opinion that our citizen’s essential water supply will be
significantly threatened if Application 5852 is approved. As a
small rural city in Hays Co., our citizens are under the protection
of the Hays Trinity Groundwater Conservation District. The
groundwater requested in this applicatior could be enough to
service 1600 families, yet this water may be used for a golf course.
The City Council of the Village of Bear Creek respects the rights
of every landowner to enjoy and improve their land but not with
disregard to the impact on their neighbors. We request that the
TCEQ reduce the total capacity of any proposed well(s) to irrigate



or replenish captured storm water to 36,000 gpd. Please note that
because the wells may be used to sapplement or replace
rainwater, the need to pump ground water will be the greatest
when rainfall is less than normal. This will coincide with falling
aquifer levels and will therefore have a magnified impact on the
residential wells in cur city. We also request that TCEQ
encourage and allow the use of rain water as much as possible.
Another option is to use City of Austin surface water to
suppiement any need in excess of $36,000 gpd.

The negative impact on our éommunity could exceed $1,000,000.
Should our individual citizen’s wells become unproductive our
citizens have the following options:

a. Drill a new, deeper well. Estimated cost $12,000 to
$15,000 each, times 105 homes $1,260,000 to $1,575,000

b. Attempt to get surface water from LCRA. Estimated cost
is $1,200,600 to $1,600,000 plus a connection fee for each
home. This option is feasible only if LCRA water
capacity is still available.

¢. Install a rainwater collection system and collect
rainwater for all of their needs. Roof and gutter have to
be appropriate material, must have adequate square feet
for family needs, and it needs to rain at the right times.
Estimated costs range from $10,000 to more than
$40,000 per family. The impact to our citizens would be
$1,050,000 to $4,200,000.

We, the City of Council of the Village of Bear Creek, request the TCEQ
acknowledge our concerns. Additionally the geographical area of
concern is in a ‘Priority Groundwater Conservation Area’, even though
TCEQ has not assigned it to a local conservation district as required by
law. We request that TCEQ add this geographical area to the

appropriate Goundwater Conservation District, If not, please have the




applicant perform testing to establish there will be no negative effects on
the local residential water supply. Should water levels drop we would
ask the applicant to stop using any ground water and use City of Austin
water until drought conditions are over. Perhaps an easier solution is to
use the recommended daily limit of 36,000 total groundwater gallons
and allow The Golf Club to use surface water without restriction
granting an exception to maintaining creek flow. It is our
understanding there is often no creek flow at all and this should not
cause hardship downstream.
