Sample Design Rationale FY 2013
The sample design is based on the legislative intent of the Clean Rivers Program. Under the legislation, the Basin Planning Agencies have been tasked with providing data to characterize water quality conditions in support of the 305(b) assessment, and to identify significant long-term water quality trends.  Based on Steering Committee input, achievable water quality objectives and priorities and the identification of water quality issues are used to develop work plans which are in accord with available resources.  As part of the Steering Committee process, the Basin Planning Agency coordinates closely with the TCEQ and other participants to ensure a comprehensive water monitoring strategy within the watershed. A discussion of past or ongoing water quality issues should be provided here to justify the monitoring schedule. The following changes or additions have been made to the monitoring schedule.  These changes have come about because of concerns or requests of steering committee members or monitoring entities.

1. The Guadalupe River at Dupont site will be discontinued at the present location and a new site that is downstream and out of the mixing zone of the Dupont discharges will be found for 2008.

2. A new site on Peach Creek will be added bimonthly in 2011 (site no. 17935, Peach Creek at FM 397.)  Data at this site was collected during the Peach Creek TMDL. The site will be monitored in 2008 and beyond to identify any changes in the water quality that may be a result of the implementation of BMPs in the watershed.

3. The UGRA weekly monitoring of E. coli will no longer be funded by CRP.  The TCEQ has sufficient data for assessment purposes and does not need the bacterial data at this frequency any longer. UGRA will evaluate their ability to continue monitoring at these sites for their own use and use by their constituents.

4. The metals in the water sample that was to be collected in 2010 at the Dupont site will be moved to Geronimo Creek.  Metals in sediment in Geronimo Creek will be added to the 2011 schedule.

5. Organics in sediment, specifically those organics associated with urban environments (TPH and BTEX), will be analyzed at the San Marcos River at IH 35 location.

6. Background radiological data will be collected on Coleto Creek in advance of     in- situ mining  in Goliad County in 2008.
