Presentation Notes
Appears that tide and river flow were relatively low at time of photo.
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Presentation Notes
Appears that water level was relatively high, covering most bare sand spits, and possibly turbid from storm runoff.
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Presentation Notes
Water level appears relatively high.
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Presentation Notes
Water level appears a little bit lower than during 1981 photo but near ordinary high tide.  Billboard along I-10 now present, appears to be standing in water.
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Presentation Notes
Appears water level relatively low tide, bare sand bars exposed.
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Presentation Notes
Turbidity plumes and clear (dark) water in Old River fleeting area suggest that San Jacinto River flow was relatively high and transporting sediment from up river.
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Presentation Notes
Probably near low tide stand.  River not carrying turbidity plumes.
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Presentation Notes
Appears near high tide.  Submerged areas of sand bars obscured by colored water.

Appears medium to low tide stand.  Some shoreline and submerged bar areas visible.
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Presentation Notes
Low tide stage, many submerged areas exposed or visible through shallow water.  Vehicle tracks visible in sediment between pits and Capt Jack terminal, near billboard.
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Presentation Notes
Appears water level slightly below normal high tide.  Water dark colored, perhaps by tannic acids from forested watershed.
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Presentation Notes
Appears water level near normal high tide level.  Some sediment turbidity plumes visible around the sand/gravel piles near Capt Jack terminal; looks like stockpiles were being allowed to erode into river, possible Sect 404 violation.
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Presentation Notes
Appears water level near ordinary low tide.  Sand/gravel operation at Capt Jack terminal building still seems to be encroaching on water area and creating land, mitigation area along highway under billboard partially in place.
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Presentation Notes
Low tide stage.  Sand/gravel operation has further extended land edge, cuts made by dredge visible, north end of pit cell 1 levee clearly removed, mitigation area larger or more exposed by tide level.
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Presentation Notes
Appears near ordinary high tide level.  Shoreline at sand/gravel operation more vegetated as if not disturbed or worked on recently.  Pit cell levees nearing 2009 configuration.
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Presentation Notes
Low tide level, exposing lots of shoreline and shallow bar areas, including remnants of pit cells 2 and 3 levees. 
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Presentation Notes
Appears to be at high tide level, as very little shoreline or bar areas visible.  Mitigation area appears to have grown “fingers”.  Sand/gravel operation looks vegetated as if unoccupied or unused, shoreline configuration stable.  Pit site levees appear to be very nearly the configuration observed during 2009 site visit, perhaps a few more yards of levee not yet gone at north end.
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
