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Explanatory Notes on the Table – Review of Site-Specific Uses and Criteria
The first column identified as Segment ID contains the four digit segment identification number as contained in the Texas Surface Water Quality Standards Section 307.10 Appendix A & C, except for those segments which also have a letter character. The segments with a letter character are currently an unclassified water body which may or may not yet be included in Section 307.10 Appendix D. For example: Segment 0101A – Dixon Creek is currently an unclassified water body which is a tributary of Segment 0101 – Canadian River Below Lake Meredith as identified in Section 307.10 Appendix A & C.
The second column contains the name of the water body and the third column identifies the water body as being classified in the standards or not. The remaining two columns identify the basic reason for the water quality standards review and provide comments as to the status of that review, including probable reasons for recommending use and/or criteria changes.

TCEQ staff recommended changes to the site-specific uses and criteria will be provided later in the Water Quality Standards review process. 
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
