1.0 INTRODUCTION

HO Clarke Generating LLC (HO Clarke) owns the HO Clarke Generating plant located in
Houston, Harris County, Texas. The plant is a peaking power generation facility comprised of
six natural gas-fired simple cycle combustion turbine generators and ancillary equipment. The
plant’'s emission sources are authorized under Texas Commission on Environmental Quality
(TCEQ) Standard Permit Registration No. 153484. The plant operates under Title V Federal
Operating Permit (FOP) No. 04105. With this application, HO Clarke is seeking a renewal and
revision of FOP No. 04105.

The required TCEQ FOP application forms are included with this application, including forms
addressing application certification, administrative information, site wide applicability
information, and unit attribute information. Emission units for which applicability is documented
on a Unit Attribute form are also listed on the OP-SUM and OP-REQ2 forms (as appropriate)
that are incorporated into the new Excel Unit Attribute forms. Emission units that do not require
a Unit Attribute form are listed on stand-alone OP-SUM and OP-REQ2 forms.

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2.0 PROCESS DESCRIPTION

This section contains an overall process description of the HO Clarke operations. A process
flow diagram, plot plan, and area map are included at the end of this section.

2.1 Combustion Turbines

HO Clarke is comprised of 6 natural gas-fired simple cycle combustion turbine generators
(CTG) and ancillary equipment. The combustion turbine model is the General Electric (GE)
LM6000, nominally rated at 50 megawatts (MW) output. In each of the simple cycle units,
ambient is drawn in through the air inlet and enters the compressor section of the CTG. Water
injection systems are employed for power augmentation, injecting atomized water into the
airflow on the compressor side of the unit, increasing the mass flow. Rapid evaporation of the
water spray cools the airflow, allowing higher inlet air mass flow rates, resulting in the CTG
recapturing output capacity that would be lost during hot summer conditions. Natural gas is
mixed with the compressed inlet air and combusted in the combustor section of the CTG. A
water injection system is used to reduce the emissions of NOx formed in the combustors. The
hot combustion gases expand through the unit across turbine blades, causing rotation of the
turbine shafts, which in turn drive the compressor sections and an electric generator, producing
electricity. The hot exhaust then passes through an oxidation catalyst to reduce emissions of
carbon monoxide (CO) and volatile organic compound (VOC) and subsequently passes through
a selective catalytic reduction (SCR) system to reduce emissions of nitrogen oxides (NOx)
before exiting though a stack (Emission Point Numbers [EPNs] CT-1 through CT-6).

2.2 Oil Systems

The turbines and generators include closed-loop lube oil recirculation systems to lubricate the
moving parts of each turbine and generator. Additionally, the turbines include a hydraulic fluid
service. Oil vapor (constituting VOC) and oil mist (constituting particulate matter (PM))
emissions are generated by oil vaporization resulting from heating of lube oil in the turbines and
subsequent condensation of droplets when the vapor is cooled in the cooler zones of the
storage reservoir compartment. Lube oil mist emissions from the reservoir compartment are
controlled by a mist eliminator exhausted through a dedicated reservoir vent (Unit IDs CT-LOV-
1 through CT-LOV-6). Similarly, VOC and PM emissions have been quantified for the generator
lube oil systems (Unit IDs GEN-SOV-1 through GEN-SOV-6) and hydraulic oil systems (Unit IDs
HYD-OV-1 through HYD-OV-6).

2.3 Emergency Engine

The Plant contains a diesel-fired emergency electric generator set. The electric generator (ID
EM-GEN-1) is driven by a 2,220-brake horsepower (bhp) Cummins KTA50-G9 engine with a
nominal generator output of 1,500 kilowatts. Non-emergency use of the engine will be limited to
maintenance and readiness checks as required to keep the unit in good working order.

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Diesel fuel is supplied to the electric generator engine by a 1,000-gallon storage tank (ID DSL-
TANK1). As needed, the tank will be refilled from a tanker truck (ID DSL-UNLOAD).

24 General Maintenance

Operations at the Plant include a variety of general maintenance activities, some of which may
have potentially applicable requirements. Maintenance painting (ID PAINTING) and hand
cleaning using solvents (ID SOLVCLEAN) have been identified and addressed in this
application.

2.5 Other Equipment

One high-pressure 15,000-gallon ammonia (NHs3) solution storage tank is located at the site. An
aqueous solution containing 19 percent NHs is delivered by tanker truck. The NH3 storage tank
maintains working pressure sufficient to prevent working and breathing loss emissions to the
atmosphere. Piping components associated with the tank and the distribution of NH3
throughout the system are sources of fugitive emissions. There are no regulatory requirements
applicable to the NH3 equipment, no permit shield is needed to document negative applicability,
and the equipment is not listed on Form OP-ACPS, Application Compliance Plan and Schedule.
Therefore, the ammonia equipment is not listed on Form OP-SUM, Individual Unit Summary.

Natural gas is delivered to the site via pipeline and then metered and piped to the combustion
turbines. The lube oil and hydraulic oil systems receive recirculated oil through piping from oil
reservoirs. The piping components in natural gas and oil service are fugitive sources of VOC

emissions. Like the previously mentioned NH3 sources, the fugitive VOC sources do not need
to be listed on the Form OP-SUM.
