This application was submitted to the TCEQ on November 6, 2025.  The application will be available for viewing and copying at the TCEQ central office, the TCEQ Harlingen regional office, and the Palmview Municipal Library, 603 Palmview Commercial Drive, Mission, Hidalgo County, Texas beginning the first day of publication of this notice.  The facility’s compliance file, if any exists, is available for public review in the Harlingen regional office of the TCEQ. The executive director has determined the application is administratively complete and will conduct a technical review of the application.  Information in the application indicates that this permit renewal would not result in an increase in allowable emissions and would not result in the emission of an air contaminant not previously emitted.  The TCEQ may act on this application without seeking further public comment or providing an opportunity for a contested case hearing if certain criteria are met.





PUBLIC COMMENT  You may submit public comments, or a request for a contested case hearing to the Office of the Chief Clerk at the address below.  The TCEQ will consider all public comments in developing a final decision on the application.  The deadline to submit public comments is 15 days after the final newspaper notice is published.  After the deadline for public comments, the executive director will prepare a response to all relevant and material, or significant public comments.  Issues such as property values, noise, traffic safety, and zoning are outside of the TCEQ’s jurisdiction to consider in the permit process.





After the technical review is complete the executive director will consider the comments and prepare a response to all relevant and material, or significant public comments.  If only comments are received, the response to comments, along with the executive director’s decision on the application, will then be mailed to everyone who submitted public comments or who is on the mailing list for this application, unless the application is directly referred to a contested case hearing.





OPPORTUNITY FOR A CONTESTED CASE HEARING  You may request a contested case hearing.  The applicant or the executive director may also request that the application be directly referred to a contested case hearing after technical review of the application.  A contested case hearing is a legal proceeding similar to a civil trial in state district court.  Unless a written request for a contested case hearing is filed within 15 days from this notice, the executive director may act on the application.  If no hearing request is received within this 15‑day period, no further opportunity for hearing will be provided.  According to the Texas Clean Air Act § 382.056(o) a contested case hearing may only be granted if the applicant’s compliance history is in the lowest classification under applicable compliance history requirements and if the hearing request is based on disputed issues of fact that are relevant and material to the Commission’s decision on the application.  Further, the Commission may only grant a hearing on those issues submitted during the public comment period and not withdrawn. 





A person who may be affected by emissions of air contaminants from the facility is entitled to request a hearing.  If requesting a contested case hearing, you must submit the following:  (1) your name (or for a group or association, an official representative), mailing address, daytime phone number; (2) applicant’s name and permit number; (3) the statement “[I/we] request a contested case hearing;” (4) a specific description of how you would be adversely affected by the application and air emissions from the facility in a way not common to the general public; (5) the location and distance of your property relative to the facility; (6) a description of how you use the property which may be impacted by the facility; and (7) a list of all disputed issues of fact that you submit during the comment period.  If the request is made by a group or association, one or more members who have standing to request a hearing must be identified by name and physical address. The interests which the group or association seeks to protect must also be identified.  You may also submit your proposed adjustments to the application/permit which would satisfy your concerns. Requests for a contested case hearing must be submitted in writing within 15 days following this notice to the Office of the Chief Clerk, at the address below.





Following the close of all applicable comment and request periods, the Executive Director will forward the application and any requests for contested case hearing to the Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting.  The Commission may only grant a request for a contested case hearing on issues the requestor submitted in their timely comments that were not subsequently withdrawn.  If a hearing is granted, the subject of a hearing will be limited to disputed issues of fact or mixed questions of fact and law relating to relevant and material air quality concerns submitted during the comment period.  Issues such as property values, noise, traffic safety, and zoning are outside of the Commission’s jurisdiction to consider in this proceeding.

Your application has been declared administratively complete and now you must comply with the following instructions:





Review Notice





Included in the notice is all of the information which the commission believes is necessary to effectuate compliance with applicable public notice requirements.  Please read it carefully and notify the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) immediately if it contains any errors or omissions.  You are responsible for ensuring the accuracy of all information published.  You may not change the text of the notice without prior approval from the TCEQ.





Newspaper Notice





· You must publish the enclosed Notice of Receipt of Application and Intent to Obtain Permit within 30 calendar days after the date of administrative completeness.  Refer to the cover letter for the date of administrative completeness.





· You must publish the enclosed Notice of Receipt of Application and Intent to Obtain Permit at your expense, in a newspaper that is of general circulation in the municipality where the facility is or will be located.  If the facility is not located within a municipality, the newspaper should be of general circulation in the municipality nearest to the location or proposed location.





· You must publish this notice in one issue of any applicable newspaper. 





· The bold text of the enclosed notice must be printed in the newspaper in a font style or size that distinguishes it from the rest of the notice (i.e., bold, italics).  Failure to do so may require re-notice.





Alternative Language Notice





In certain circumstances, applicants for air permits must complete notice in alternative languages.





· Public notice rules require the applicant to determine whether a bilingual program is required at either the  elementary or middle school nearest to the facility or proposed facility location.  Bilingual education programs are determined on a district-wide basis.  When students who are required to attend either school are eligible to be enrolled in a bilingual education program, some alternative language notice is required (signs, or signs and newspaper notice).





· Since the school district, and not the schools, must provide the bilingual education program, these programs do not have to be located at the elementary or middle school nearest to the facility or proposed facility to trigger the alternative language notice requirement.  If there are students who would normally attend the nearest schools eligible to be taught in a bilingual education program at a different location, alternative language notice is required.





· If triggered, publication of alternative language notices must be made in a newspaper or publication primarily printed in each language taught in the bilingual education program.  This notice is required if such a newspaper or publication exists in the municipality or the county where the facility is or will be located.





· The applicant must demonstrate a good faith effort to identify a newspaper or publication in the required language.  If a newspaper or publication of general circulation published at least once a month in such language cannot be found, publishing in that language is not required, but signs must still be posted adjacent to each English language sign.  





· Publication in an alternative language section or insertion within an English language newspaper does not satisfy these requirements.  





· The applicant has the burden to demonstrate compliance with these requirements. Failure to Publish and Submit Proof of Publication

The executive director has determined the application is administratively complete and will conduct a technical review of
the application. Information in the application indicates that this permit renewal would not result in an increase in
allowable emissions and would not result in the emission of an air contaminant not previously emitted. The TCEQ may
act on this application without seeking further public comment or providing an opportunity for a contested case
hearing if certain criteria are met.

PUBLIC COMMENT You may submit public comments, or a request for a contested case hearing to the Office of
the Chief Clerk at the address below. The TCEQ will consider all public comments in developing a final decision on the
application. The deadline to submit public comments is 15 days after the final newspaper notice is published.
After the deadline for public comments, the executive director will prepare a response to all relevant and material, or
significant public comments.

If the request is made by a group or association, one or more members who have standing
to request a hearing must be identified by name and physical address. The interests which the group or
association seeks to protect must also be identified. You may also submit your proposed adjustments to the
application/permit which would satisfy your concerns. Requests for a contested case hearing must be submitted
in writing within 15 days following this notice to the Office of the Chief Clerk, at the address below.

Following the close of all applicable comment and request periods, the Executive Director will forward the application and
any requests for contested case hearing to the Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission
meeting. The Commission may only grant a request for a contested case hearing on issues the requestor submitted in
their timely comments that were not subsequently withdrawn. If a hearing is granted, the subject of a hearing will be
limited to disputed issues of fact or mixed questions of fact and law relating to relevant and material air quality
concerns submitted during the comment period. Issues such as property values, noise, traffic safety, and zoning are
outside of the Commission’s jurisdiction to consider in this proceeding.

Your application has been declared administratively complete and now you must comply with the
following instructions:

Review Notice

Included in the notice is all of the information which the commission believes is necessary to effectuate
compliance with applicable public notice requirements. Please read it carefully and notify the Texas
Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) immediately if it contains any errors or omissions. You
are responsible for ensuring the accuracy of all information published. You may not change the text of
the notice without prior approval from the TCEQ.

Newspaper Notice

You must publish the enclosed Notice of Receipt of Application and Intent to Obtain Permit within
30 calendar days after the date of administrative completeness. Refer to the cover letter for the
date of administrative completeness.

You must publish the enclosed Notice of Receipt of Application and Intent to Obtain Permit at
your expense, in a newspaper that is of general circulation in the municipality where the facility is
or will be located. If the facility is not located within a municipality, the newspaper should be of
general circulation in the municipality nearest to the location or proposed location.

You must publish this notice in one issue of any applicable newspaper.
The bold text of the enclosed notice must be printed in the newspaper in a font style or size that

distinguishes it from the rest of the notice (i.e., bold, italics). Failure to do so may require re-
notice.

Alternative Language Notice

In certain circumstances, applicants for air permits must complete notice in alternative languages.

			1			B			This standard permit does not authorize emission increases of any air contaminant that is specifically prohibited by a condition or conditions in any permit issued under Title 30 Texas Administrative Code (30 TAC) Chapter 116, Control of Air Pollution by Permits for New Construction or Modification, at the site.


			1			C			This standard permit does not relieve the owner or operator from complying with any other applicable provision of the Texas Health and Safety Code (THSC), Texas Water Code, rules of the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ), or any additional state or federal regulations.

Cleaning mechanisms may include water washing, sweeping, or vacuuming.


			2			C			Concrete batch plant - For the concrete batch plant standard permit, it is a plant that consists of a concrete batch facility and associated abatement equipment, including, but not limited to: material storage silos, aggregate storage bins, auxiliary storage tanks, conveyors, weigh hoppers, and a mixer. Concrete batch plants can add water, Portland cement, and aggregates into a delivery truck, or the concrete may be prepared in a central mix drum and transferred to a delivery truck for transport. This definition does not include operations that meet the requirements of 30 TAC § 106.141, Batch Mixer or 30 TAC § 106.146, Soil Stabilization Plants.


			2			D			Dust suppressing fencing or other barrier - A manmade obstruction that is at least 12 feet high that is used to prevent fugitive dust from stationary equipment stockpiles, in-plant roads, and traffic areas from leaving the plant property.


			2			E			Permanent concrete batch plant - For the concrete batch plant standard permit, it is a concrete batch plant that is not a temporary or specialty concrete batch plant.


			2			F			Related project segments - For plants on a Texas Department of Transportation right-of-way, related project segments are one contract with multiple project locations or one contractor with multiple contracts in which separate project limits are in close proximity to each other. A plant that is sited on the right-of-way is usually within project limits. Central Ready Mix Concrete Company — Mission, TX is operating a truck mix concrete batch plant
located at 4020 N Abram Road, Mission, Texas. The plant is authorized under the standard permit
#78666 (issued on June 23, 2016). The permit expires on March 6, 2026. This facility is seeking renewal

of permit under Standard Permit for Concrete Batch Plant under 30 TAC 116, Subchapter F.

EXISTING CONCRETE BATCH PLANT (EPN #1 - EPN #10)
The facility is a permanent concrete batch plant and the maximum production rated capacity of the
plant is 190 cubic yards per hour. The maximum operating schedule of the plant is 24 hours per day, 7

days per week and 52 weeks per year.

The concrete is composed of water, sand, aggregate, flyash, and cement. Sand and aggregate are
brought into the facility via truck and unloaded onto the aggregate & sand stockpiles (SP1 & SP2) (EPN
#1 & EPN #2). The sand and aggregate is loaded to conveyors (EPN #3) to be transported to the elevated
storage bins (EPN #4). Sand and aggregate from storage bins is dropped into the weigh hopper (EPN #5).
Sand and aggregate from the weigh hopper is transferred to the concrete truck mixer. Sand and
aggregate materials are prewashed, sprinkled, and handled wet. All sand and aggregate handing at the
facility are considered as material handling operations (EPN #1 thru EPN #5). Emissions from material
handling are fugitives. Cement & Flyash are brought into the facility via trucks and loaded pneumatically
to silos. The facility has two permanent silos: one cement silo and one flyash silo. Each silo has its own
dust collector. Particulate emissions from the silos are vented to the respective dust collectors (EPN #6
and EPN #7). Cement and flyash are transferred from the silos to the cement batcher. Cement batcher is
vented to central dust collector. Raw materials cement & flyash from the cement batcher and sand &
aggregate from weigh hopper are loaded to the truck mixer. Water is added to the raw material in the
truck mixer along with sand, aggregate, cement, and flyash. Emissions from the truck drop point (EPN
#8) are captured using three-sided shroud with 5,000 cfm central dust collector (EPN #9). Un-captured
emissions at the truck drop point are emitted as fugitives. Additional emissions from stockpiles at the
facility (SP1 & SP2) operations due to wind are addressed as one source of fugitives under stockpile wind
erosions from the facility (EPN #10). Water is sprinkled to suppress the dust emissions from the

stockpiles and roads as necessary.

		2		C		Concrete batch plant - For the concrete batch plant standard permit, it is a plant that consists of a concrete batch facility and associated abatement equipment, including, but not limited to: material storage silos, aggregate storage bins, auxiliary storage tanks, conveyors, weigh hoppers, and a mixer. Concrete batch plants can add water, Portland cement, and aggregates into a delivery truck, or the concrete may be prepared in a central mix drum and transferred to a delivery truck for transport. This definition does not include operations that meet the requirements of 30 TAC § 106.141, Batch Mixer or 30 TAC § 106.146, Soil Stabilization Plants.

		2		D		Dust suppressing fencing or other barrier - A manmade obstruction that is at least 12 feet high that is used to prevent fugitive dust from stationary equipment stockpiles, in-plant roads, and traffic areas from leaving the plant property.

		2		E		Permanent concrete batch plant - For the concrete batch plant standard permit, it is a concrete batch plant that is not a temporary or specialty concrete batch plant.

		2		F		Related project segments - For plants on a Texas Department of Transportation right-of-way, related project segments are one contract with multiple project locations or one contractor with multiple contracts in which separate project limits are in close proximity to each other. A plant that is sited on the right-of-way is usually within project limits.  However, a plant located at an intersection or wider right-of-way outside project limits is acceptable if it can be easily associated with the project.

		2		G		Right-of-way of a public works project - Any public works project that is associated with a right-of-way. Examples of right-of-way public works projects are public highways and roads, water and sewer pipelines, electrical transmission lines, and other similar works. A facility must be in or contiguous to the right-of-way of the public works project to be exempt from the public notice requirements listed in Texas Health and Safety Code, § 382.056, Notice of Intent to Obtain Permit or Permit Review; Hearing.

		2		K		Temporary concrete batch plant - For the concrete batch plant standard permit, it is a concrete batch plant that occupies a designated site for not more than 180 consecutive days or that supplies concrete for a single project (single contract or same contractor for related project segments), but not for other unrelated projects.

		2		L		Traffic areas - For the concrete batch plant standard permit, it is an area within the concrete batch plant that includes stockpiles and the area where mobile equipment moves or supplies aggregate to the batch plant and trucks supply aggregate and cement.

The January 24, 2024 amendments to the CBPSP apply to registrations issued on or after January 24, 2024.  These would include CBPSP for facilities that are new/initial, amended, and renewal opting to authorize under the 2024 CBPSP rules.
Facilities in compliance with the new 2024 CBPSP amendment will the version 6.0 of the workbook.

		1		C		This standard permit does not relieve the owner or operator from complying with any other applicable provision of the Texas Health and Safety Code (THSC), Texas Water Code, rules of the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ), or any additional state or federal regulations.

Cleaning mechanisms may include water washing, sweeping, or vacuuming.

		2		C		Concrete batch plant - For the concrete batch plant standard permit, it is a plant that consists of a concrete batch facility and associated abatement equipment, including, but not limited to: material storage silos, aggregate storage bins, auxiliary storage tanks, conveyors, weigh hoppers, and a mixer. 		2		D		Dust suppressing fencing or other barrier - A manmade obstruction that is at least 12 feet high that is used to prevent fugitive dust from stationary equipment stockpiles, in-plant roads, and traffic areas from leaving the plant property.

		2		E		Permanent concrete batch plant - For the concrete batch plant standard permit, it is a concrete batch plant that is not a temporary or specialty concrete batch plant.

		2		F		Related project segments - For plants on a Texas Department of Transportation right-of-way, related project segments are one contract with multiple project locations or one contractor with multiple contracts in which separate project limits are in close proximity to each other.
