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1. Introduction


NRG Texas Power LLC (NRG) owns and operates the Cedar Bayou Electric Generating Station
(Cedar Bayou) located in Baytown, Chambers County, Texas. The facility is currently authorized
under various New Source Review (NSR) Construction Permits, Permit by Rules (PBRs), and
Standard Permits.
NRG is submitting the following application to renew Federal Operating Permit (FOP) No. O72.
This renewal application submittal constitutes a timely renewal as it is being submitted at least
six months, but no earlier than 18 months, before the date of expiration of the authorization

2. Process Description


The Cedar Bayou Electric Generating Station consists of two 765 MW high pressure utility
boilers (Units 1 and 2) which produce steam for the generation of electricity. These units
operate on the Rankine cycle. In the Rankine cycle, fuel is combusted to turn water into steam
that is used to turn a steam turbine connected to an electric generator. Each boiler can fire fuel
oil, natural gas or a combination of fuel oil and natural gas. In addition, three natural gas-fired
auxiliary boilers are available to provide steam for startup and shutdown of the Units 1 and 2.
Unit AB1 is a 250MMBtu/hr auxiliary boiler that was installed in 1970. Units CBAB2N and
CBAB3N are two 283 MMbtu/hr auxiliary boilers that were installed in 2003.
Other equipment at the station includes a degreaser (DG-1), emergency engines (CBY1EDG,
CBY2EDG), and an oil-water separator (S1). The degreaser is used in the shops for parts
cleaning. Engines are used for emergency/backup equipment such as fire water pumps and
emergency generators and for mobile equipment. The oil-water separator is used for treating
wastewater generated on site.
Furthermore, the station also has fixed-roof storage tanks for the storage of fuels, lubricating
oils, water treatment chemicals, and various other chemicals used at the site.
