Welcoming and Introduction of Members and Guests – Mr. Chuck Rivette, Council President:  
Mr. Rivette welcomed the members and guests and asked everyone in attendance to introduce themselves.

Division Update – Mr. Chance Goodin, MSW Permits Section Manager
Chance discussed the following topics:
Legislative Session Update: The MSW Permits Section is monitoring five bills filed to date for the 84th Legislative Session.
House Bill (HB) 87 (Filed by Gonzales): Relating to the collection and recycling of computer and television equipment by certain retailers. The bill is similar to HB1346 that was filed during the 83rd Legislative Session.
HB423 (Filed by Farias): Relating to prohibiting the land disposal of computer equipment and certain television equipment.  This is the same bill that was filed during the 83rd Legislative Session as HB648.
HB190 (Filed by Burkett): Relating to the regulatory analysis of environmental rules proposed and adopted by the TCEQ.  A similar bill was filed during the 83rd Legislative Session.
HB281 (Filed by Simmons): Relating to a limitation on the expansion of certain landfills.  A similar bill was filed during the 83rd Legislative Session.  The bill will require that the agency’s approval of an application for a new permit, permit amendment, or a permit renewal, that would expand the area or capacity of a Type I MSW landfill located in a municipality in a county with a population greater than 600,000 and not more than 500 feet from another municipality located in a county with a population greater than 600,000,  be dependent upon the approval, by resolution or order, of the application by each of the described municipalities where the facility is located.
Senate Bill 253 (Filed by Ellis):  Relating to applications for permits issued by the TCEQ for certain new or expanded facilities in certain low-income and minority communities. 
Water balance project: Dr. Milind Khire, P.E. completed his draft report and sent his comments to the TCEQ and the Water Balance Cover Study Subcommittee members for review. He will conduct a presentation on his final report on February 20, 2015, at the TCEQ Central Office. It has not been determined how the TCEQ will use this report.  A project update will be provided at the next MSWRRAC meeting.
MSW Permits Section Update – Mr. Chance Goodin, MSW Permits Section Manager 
1. MSW Streamlining & Efficiency Project Update:  The stakeholder-reviewed checklists are being formatted for accessibility and are scheduled to be available on the TCEQ website on the first week of March 2015.  In addition, five new forms are proposed: 1) Closure plan; 2) Post-closure care plan; 3) Closure cost estimate; 4) Post-closure care cost estimate; 5) and Transportation analysis.  The forms were sent out to stakeholders for comments and the TCEQ responses to these comments are being finalized.  Drafts of the new forms are scheduled to be complete by the first of February.
1. Call-in for 2014 Scrap Tires Annual Report: The annual report forms are in the process of being updated to make them easier to understand and complete.  Registered transporters, scrap tire facilities, and storage facilities are required to submit annual reports.  The previous year of annual reporting resulted in approximately 10 percent of the required reports being submitted.  In an attempt to increase this percentage, the report forms will be mailed to owner/operators who are required to report.  The scrap tire annual reports that are submitted by the owner/operators are not available for viewing online.
Council members discussed their interest in a map showing distribution of tire storage and processing facilities in order to identify areas of Texas that are underserved.  This map could be used by Council of Governments (COGs) that would like to allocate funds in their area to promote the business of managing scrap/used tires.  A broader discussion on the management of used/scrap tires occurred which included a brief explanation on why whole tires are no longer allowed to be disposed in landfills in addition to the effort of promoting the recycling of tires.
Pollution Prevention Advisory Council:  As a follow-up to a question from the October 9, 2014, meeting, Chance informed the council that the Pollution Prevention Advisory Council was dissolved on October 9, 2013.
Evaporation Pond General Permit: Stakeholder meeting was held December 11, 2014, related to Disposal of Wastewater (Leachate) by Evaporation.  TCEQ is proposing to amend general permit requirements to allow coverage of existing evaporation ponds for which either written notification was provided prior to effective date of the general permit, to the TCEQ in accordance with 30 TAC 335.2(d) and 30 TAC 335.6 general permit amendment or a water quality Texas Land Application Permit was issued. 
The Evolving Ton: Changes in the Waste Stream and Resulting Impacts on Recycling Operations – Mr. Chuck Rivette
Chuck provided a presentation describing trends in the use of recyclable materials such as paper, metals, plastics, and electronics by consumers and manufacturers based on changes that have occurred since the 1990’s.  He also described how Materials Recycling Facilities have modified the management of the recyclable materials as a result of the challenges presented by the evolving types of recyclable materials.
Update on the Texas Recycling Data Initiative Study (TRDI): Ms. Corbitt & Scott Pasternak
Maia and Scott provided a project update to the council. The survey was completed in November 2014, and the results will be presented at a February 4, 2015 conference. A presentation of the study report will be provided at the April 9, 2015 MSWRRAC meeting.  The report will be available online at the TRDI website.  The TCEQ plans to add a link to the report on the agency’s website as well.
Approval of October Meeting Highlights:
A motion to accept the October 9, 2014, meeting highlights was made by Mayor Monaco and seconded by Mr. Pitts.
