Welcoming and Introduction of Members and Guests – Mr. Vance Kemler, Council President:
Mr. Kemler welcomed members and guests and asked everyone in attendance to introduce themselves. He reminded the council of the three open council positions. 
TCEQ Municipal Solid Waste (MSW) Update –Mr. Chance Goodin, (MSW) Permits Section Manager
Mr. Goodin provided the following updates:
MSW personnel changes: vacancy for geoscientist position; in the process of posting the position.


New Medical Waste Rule (30 TAC, Chapter 326)
Draft rule language is available to the public for review on the TCEQ Medical Waste Rule Revisions webpage. Adoption by the Commission is scheduled for April 27th. If approved, the new rule will be effective May 19th.
MSW is working on updating forms, checklists, guidance and webpages.
Explained procedures for updating MSW authorizations for existing Medical Waste facilities once the rule becomes effective.  Call-in letters will be mailed to individual authorization holders.
Upcoming TCEQ Trade Fair – MSW Track on May 4th will include Medical Waste Rule Changes, Landfill Application guidance, Scrap Tire Program overview, and Waste Acceptance Plan discussion.
Announced upcoming presentation on Debris Management at next meeting.
Update on Study on the Economic Impacts of Recycling – Mr. David Greer, TCEQ Environmental Assistance Division 
Mr. Greer announced that the contract was awarded to Burns & McDonnell. He distributed a draft of the Study’s timeline to the council; survey for recycling industry stakeholders is scheduled for fall 2016 with completion of the study in spring 2017. Project updates will be published on the TCEQ website at <www.tceq.texas.gov/p2/recycle/study-on-the-economic-impacts-of-recycling>
Mr. Greer and Mr. Scott Pasternak (Burns & McDonnell) fielded questions and comments from Council members about various aspects of the Study, including
separation of commercial and residential construction and demolition waste data,
additional Composter reporting,
capturing landfill mining data,
additional focus on commercial food waste recycling data,
confidentiality of data,
outreach of recycling industry stakeholders in rural areas (i.e. West Texas), and
type of economic impact modeling software to be used. Both Re-TRAC and IMPLAN will be used according to the contract.
Computer and TV Recycling Programs Update – Mr. Luke Furfey, Pollution Prevention and Education Section, Environmental Assistance Division
Mr. Furfey provided an overview of the history and the current TCEQ rule requirements for the Computer and TV Recycling programs. He shared a summary of the data results reported for the last couple of years. He stated that there is a dedicated hotline and webpage to assist consumers with finding a computer or TV recycler. Mechanical Concrete Presentation – Mr. Jeff Labenz-Hough, Alpha Building Corporation
Mr. Labenz-Hough provided a presentation on the aggregate and soil containment properties of Tire-Derived-Geo-Cylinders, including examples of features and benefits as road foundation.
