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Welcome and Introduction of Members – President – Chuck Rivette
President Rivette welcomed everyone in attendance and asked that everyone review the highlights from the last meeting.  Mark Rose motioned to accept the highlights and Holly Holder seconded. 
MSW Section Update – Christine Bergren – Section Manager
Earl Lott the Division Director of Waste Permits was not in attendance and Christine Bergren spoke on his behalf. She introduced Matt Baker, who is a new special assistant to Earl Lott and is available to answer any questions.  

Mr. Rivette requested a copy of the organizational chart to see the structure at a team level.  Ms. Bergren mentioned they have 3 vacancies, but have filled one of the engineer positions.  The staff in MSW are seasoned staff and are able to keep up with the workload for now, even though they are very busy. They are able to shuffle work to meet deadlines.  A portion of their workload consists of three Greenfields Landfill Permits and the public meetings associated with these pending permits have been very well attended with active public participation.  In addition, the Nuisance and Abandonment Rule SB 1258 will be presented for adoption at the agenda on August 25th. The third item to mention is the Recycling Rate Study. On June 7th the TCEQ hosted a forum to help get word out to and receive feedback from the individuals that may not have been involved with the study. 
The Water Balance Cover Project was presented by Vance Kemler.  He stated that they are working with Michigan State University to develop the scope of work to establish the eight different zones. The contract will be ready to sign by August 15, 2012 and work can start this fall. The funding for this contract will be funded by the users and not TCEQ. The users include both public and private owners of landfills. The cost of the project is $225K and excludes the soil testing. The testing cost will be about $25 - $30K. 

Dr Clark asked if MSW section was still looking for assistance with the review and development of various guidance documents. Ms. Bergren mentioned yes, but that due to lack of staff resources, she has not been able to launch this project. Mr. Rivette suggested that along with staff resources they use the community to assist with the review of these documents. Mr. Rivette requested assistance from committee members to get the word out and the committee agreed to help with this process.  
Enforcement Review, Discussion – Colin Barth - Small Business and Local Government Assistance 

Mr. Barth provided a brief overview of the general enforcement process and showed how Small Business can help to navigate the enforcement process.  There was an extensive discussion on this topic and you can review the entire presentation on the website. 
Landfill Methane Outreach Program – Matthew Udenenwu - Waste Permits

Motion to approve the April 5, 2012 highlights was passed.
Mr. Rivette opened the floor for other comments or questions. Mr. Brown asked Ms. Bergren for some clarification regarding SB 1258 and the qualification process. 

Mr. Rivette asked Dr. Larson to provide any updates that would be of joint interest between the TPAC and MSWRRAC committee.  Dr. Larson did not have any updates to provide on this specifically, but he did state that the next TPAC meeting will be held on August 7, 2012. The topics in the next meeting will include drought management and control.
