Notice of Change Process
When your NOC is received by the program, the form will be processed as follows:
Administrative Review:  The form will be reviewed to ensure the request is from the permittee (operator) on the authorization, the authorization is active, and initial coverage was acknowledged. Each item on the form will be reviewed for a complete response. In addition, the operator's legal name change must be verified with Texas Secretary of State (if applicable). The address(s) on the form must be verified with the US Postal Service (USPS) as an address receiving regular mail delivery. Never give an overnight/express mailing address.
NOC Confirmation:  An updated Acknowledgment Certificate will be mailed to the operator only if the NOC is to change information provided on the acknowledgment certificate. The original coverage effective date will not change.

Change in Operator
An authorization under the general permit is not transferable. 30 Texas Administrative Code §305.44. Signatories to Applications
(a) All applications shall be signed as follows.
(1) For a corporation, the application shall be signed by a responsible corporate officer.  For purposes of this paragraph, a responsible corporate officer means a president, secretary, treasurer, or vice-president of the corporation in charge of a principal business function, or any other person who performs similar policy or decision-making functions for the corporation; or the manager of one or more manufacturing, production, or operating facilities employing more than 250 persons or having gross annual sales or expenditures exceeding $25 million (in second-quarter 1980 dollars), if authority to sign documents has been assigned or delegated to the manager in accordance with corporate procedures.  Corporate procedures governing authority to sign permit or post-closure order applications may provide for assignment or delegation to applicable corporate positions rather than to specific individuals.
(2) For a partnership or sole proprietorship, the application shall be signed by a general partner or the proprietor, respectively.
(3) For a municipality, state, federal, or other public agency, the application shall be signed by either a principal executive officer or a ranking elected official.  For purposes of this paragraph, a principal executive officer of a federal agency includes the chief executive officer of the agency, or a senior executive officer having responsibility for the overall operations of a principal geographic unit of the agency (e.g., regional administrator of the EPA).
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
