Registration Application Process
When your registration application is received by the program, the form will be processed as follows:
Administrative Review: Each item on the form will be reviewed for a complete response. In addition, the responsible party’s legal name must be verified with Texas Secretary of State as valid and active (if applicable). The address(s) on the form must be verified with the US Postal service as receiving regular mail delivery. Do not give an overnight/express mailing address.
Notice of Deficiency: If an item is incomplete or not verifiable as indicated above, a notice of deficiency (NOD) will be mailed to the operator. The operator will have 30 days to respond to the NOD. The response will be reviewed for completeness.
Approval of Application: An Approval Certificate will be mailed to the responsible party. This certificate acknowledges approval of the registration under 30 TAC Chapter 342.
or
Denial of Coverage: If the responsible party fails to respond to the NOD or the response is inadequate, registration under 30 TAC Chapter 342 may be denied. If the registration is denied, the responsible party will be notified.
APO Registration
For registration forms submitted electronically through ePermits, registration under 30 TAC Chapter 342 begins immediately following confirmation of receipt of the registration form by the TCEQ.
For paper Registration applications, registration under 30 TAC 342 is effective on the date the completed application is postmarked for delivery to the TCEQ.

Change in Responsible Party
