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Overview of Community Relations Plan

This community rdations plan (CRP) identifies issues of community concerns regarding the Fioneer Qil
Refining Company State Superfund site, in Somerset, Bexar County, Texas. 1t aso outlinestheanticipated
community relations activities to be conducted during each phase of activities a the Pioneer Oil and
Refining ste.

This Pioneer Oil Refining Company Community Relations Plan hasbeen prepared to aid the Texas Naturd
Resource Conservation Commission (TNRCC) in developing a community relations program tailored to
the needs of the communities affected by the Pioneer Oil Refining Company site. The TNRCC will conduct
community relations activities to ensure that the loca public has input to decisons and access to
information about Superfund activities a the Fioneer Oil Refining Company Site.

Theinformationin thisplan isbased primarily on the Resource Conservation Recovery Act (RCRA) 3012
Prdiminary Assessment, the Hazard Ranking System (HRS) package, and the Pre-Statement of Work for
the Ste.

Site Location and Description

The Pioneer Oil Refining Company is outsde Somerset, Texasin Bexar County adjacent to the municipa

sewage treatment plant at 20280 S. Payne Road. Thecity populationisapproximately 1,447 asof 2001.
The Pioneer Oil Refining Company Ste is in an aandoned Ste. The surrounding land use is generaly



resdentid and ranching. The property isbordered on the south side by an abandoned railroad track bed.
The dite contains two large surface impoundments and two brick tanks al of which contain a tarry
hydrocarbon substance. The property is now owned by the City of Somerset.

Site Background and History

The facility has been inoperative since 1948. At the time the facility operated, it produced oil and oil
products, including roofing tar. The City of Somerset purchased a 12 acre tract, which included the old
refinery, in 1976 to 1977 for condruction of a new sewage treatment plant. The potential hazards
presented by this facility are ground water and surface water contamination. The potentia for direct
contact is dso of concern since migration of the contamination has been documented on the adjacent

property.

Chronological History of Site

Date Activity

September 25, 1990 Legd noticewas published in the Texas Register, (15 TexReg 5623-5624)
describing the Site, proposing the sSte to the state Superfund registry, and
announcing that a public meeting to receive citizen commentswould be held a the
Community Center in Somerset on October 31, 1990.

April 01, 1992 Remedid Investigation started.

October 15, 1996 Remedid Investigation completed for the soils and dudge.

August 15, 1997 Basdline Risk Assessment completed on the soils and dudge.

October 15, 1997 Remedid Investigation on the groundwater was completed.

October 15, 1998 Basdline Risk Assessment was completed on groundwater.

June 15, 1999 A field invedtigation was conducted to accurately estimate the volume of
contaminated soils and dudge.

October 15, 2000 The Feasibility Study for the stabilization of the Judge on Ste was completed.

September 28,2001 TNRCC issued a work order for additional investigation activities to collect
design data for the Site remediation.

TNRCC issued awork order for an on-dte pilot scae stabilization sudy using
varying proportionsof amixture of thewaste dudgein two impoundmentswith on-
ste soil and cement. The purpose was to collect design data for stabilization.

TNRCC completed collection of soil and groundwater samplesto definetheextent
of contamination inthe soil and groundweter. Theidentified contaminated soil was
to be used as an ongite source for mixture with the pond dudge and cement.

TNRCC received the report onthe pilot scaetreatability study on stabilization of
the impoundment dudge. The data obtained from the study was to be
incorporated into the remedia design.

TNRCC received a pilot scaeffeashility study report from the consultant. It was
reported that several mixtures of dudge, soil, cement and air fly ash were
successfully stabilized. The consultant’s study recommended stabilization and
offgte digposd of the stabilized materia from the impoundment.

TNRCC issued awork order to further ddineate the area of soil contamination
and to determine the excavation boundary of soil remova needed. This work
order dso authorized the consultant to conduct groundwater sampling and
andyses in order to evauae potentia natural atenuation of groundwater
contaminants.



Community Profile

Population & History of Somer set

Somerset is off State Highway 1604, fifteen miles southwest of San Antonio in Bexar County. It was
named for a settlement that had begun in 1848 three milesfarther south, in what is now Atascosa County,
by agroup of Baptist families from Southwest, Kentucky. Many of the residents of Old Somerset and
nearby Bexar eventudly moved to the new towndte. In 1913, while drilling for atesan water, oil was
discovered. A boom followed. Thetown grew rapidly from 50 resdentsin 1925 to 700 in 1928; it was
served by agtate bank, aten-room hotel, and severa machine and blacksmith shops. A post office opened
in 1920. In 1920 the Somerset Independent School Didtrict was formed.

The population of Somerset increased gradudly during the late 1960s and 1970s, topping 1,000 in 1978.
Somerset wasincorporated in 1973 and has amayor-council form of city government. 1n 1990 Somerset
reported 1,144 residents, many of whomworked in farming, ranching and oilfield drilling and maintenance;
in addition, a great number worked in San Antonio or surrounding aress.
The Pioneer Oil Refining Company ste is located outside Somerset, adjacent to the municipa sewage
trestment plant at 20280 South Payne Road. The population of Somerset in 2001 was 1447 with ethnicity
for the county asfollows.

History of Community | nvolvement

The Texas Water Commission (TWC) held apublic meeting to proposelisting of the Pioneer Oil Refining
Company Site on the State Superfund Registry. The meeting was held on October 31, 1990, a 7 p.m.,
at the Community Center, 7995 6" Street, Somerset, Bexar County, Texas. The meeting notice was
published inthe Texas Register on September 25, 1990. An article was published on October 30, 1990
in the San Antonio Express News regarding the proposa of the Pioneer Oil Refining Co. Ste.

The TNRCC staff met with Mayor Fred Gonzales, on October 15, 2001 to brief him on the Pioneer Ol
and Refining Company site. He dso Sgned an access agreement for the City Right of Way. Staff also met
with a resdent, to get access agreement to ingtal a monitoring well on his property to test the ground
water.



Specific Objectives of the Community Relations Program

Maintain open communications between the TNRCC, Bexar County officids, City of Somerset,
date officids, and concerned citizens.

Continue to expand and update the mailing ligt to include additiond agencies, organizations and
residents that indicated an interest in the project.

Provide a community relations contact from whom interested parties can receive information on
dte activities, project satus, and study results.

Provide citizens, involved agencies, eected officids, civic leaders, and the media with accurate,
timdy information concerning sSite related activities by issuing fact sheets, press releases, and
community meetings.

Brief field teams on community relations issues before performing on-gte investigations.
Respond to telephone inquires and written correspondence in atimely manner.

Provide dl information, especidly technica findings, in language that is understandable to

the generd public and in a form ussful to interested citizens and dected officids through the
preparation of fact sheetsand newsrel easeswhen mgor findingsare made avail able during project
phases.

Monitor community concerns and information requirements as project progresses.

Modify the Community Relations Plan to address changes in community needs and to maintain
accuracy during different project phases.

Project Mailing List - To provide the meansthrough which pressrel eases, project statusreports, and other
sgnificant communications can be digtributed to concerned groups and individuas.

Public Consultations- To conduct informa meetings (if needed) with residents. To provide an opportunity
for affected resdents to express any concerns and to make inquires to insure effective two-way
communication.
