APPLICATION.

Civitas at Buda, LLC, 5599 San Felipe Street, Suite 565, Houston, Texas 77056, has
applied to the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) for new Texas
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (TPDES) Permit No. WQ0016154001, to
authorize the discharge of treated domestic wastewater at a daily average flow not to
exceed 500,000 gallons per day. This application was submitted to the TCEQ on April
22, 2022,

The facility will be located approximately 1 mile northeast of the intersection of County
Road 107 and County Road 120, in Hays County, Texas 78610. The treated effluent will
be discharged to Elm Creek, thence to Soil Conservation Service Reservoir No. 16,
thence to EIm Creek, thence to Plum Creek in Segment No. 1810 of the Guadalupe River
Basin. The unclassified receiving water use is limited aquatic life use for Elm Creek. The
designated uses for Segment No. 1810 are primary contact recreation, aquifer
protection, and high aquatic life use. In accordance with 30 Texas Administrative Code
§307.5 and the TCEQ’s Procedures to Implement the Texas Surface Water Quality
Standards (June 2010), an antidegradation review of the receiving waters was
performed. A Tier 1 antidegradation review has preliminarily determined that existing
water quality uses will not be impaired by this permit action. Numerical and narrative
criteria to protect existing uses will be maintained. This review has preliminarily
determined that no water bodies with exceptional, high, or intermediate aquatic life uses
are present within the stream reach assessed; therefore, no Tier 2 degradation
determination is required. No significant degradation of water quality is expected in
water bodies with exceptional, high, or intermediate aquatic life uses downstream, and
existing uses will be maintained and protected. The preliminary determination can be
reexamined and may be modified if new information is received. This link to an
electronic map of the site or facility’s general location is provided as a public courtesy
and is not part of the application or notice.

The TCEQ Executive Director has completed the technical review of the application and
prepared a draft permit. The draft permit, if approved, would establish the conditions
under which the facility must operate. The Executive Director has made a preliminary
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decision that this permit, if issued, meets all statutory and regulatory requirements. The
permit application, Executive Director’s preliminary decision, and draft permit are
available for viewing and copying at Buda Public Library, 405 East Loop Street, Suite
100, Buda, Texas.

DIRECT REFERRAL.

The Notice of Application and Preliminary Decision was published in English on
September 21, 2022, and in Spanish on September 22, 2022. On November 17, 2022,
the Applicant filed a request for direct referral to the State Office of Administrative
Hearings (SOAH). Therefore, the chief clerk has referred this application directly to
SOAH for a hearing on whether the application complies with all applicable statutory
and regulatory requirements.

CONTESTED CASE HEARING.

COMENTARIO PUBLICO / REUNION PUBLICA. Usted puede presentar
comentarios publicos o pedir una reunién ptiblica sobre esta solicitud. El propdsito
de una reunién publica es dar la oportunidad de presentar comentarios o hacer preguntas acerca
de la solicitud. La TCEQ realiza una reunién ptblica si el Director Ejecutivo determina que hay
un grado de interés ptblico suficiente en la solicitud o si un legislador local lo pide.

OPORTUNIDAD DE UNA AUDIENCIA ADMINISTRATIVA DE LO CONTENCIOSO.
Después del plazo para presentar comentarios publicos, el Director Ejecutivo considerara todos
los comentarios apropiados y preparara una respuesta a todo los comentarios ptblicos
esenciales, pertinentes, o significativos. A menos que la solicitud haya sido referida
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directamente a una audiencia administrativa de lo contencioso, la respuesta a los
comentarios y la decision del Director Ejecutivo sobre la solicitud seran enviados
por correo a todos los que presentaron un comentario ptblico y a las personas que
estan en la lista para recibir avisos sobre esta solicitud. Si se reciben comentarios,
el aviso también proveera instrucciones para pedir una reconsideraciéon de la
decision del Director Ejecutivo y para pedir una audiencia administrativa de lo
contencioso. Una audiencia administrativa de lo contencioso es un procedimiento legal
similar a un procedimiento legal civil en un tribunal de distrito del estado.

INCLUIR EN SU SOLICITUD LOS SIGUIENTES DATOS: su nombre, direccion, y
namero de teléfono; el nombre del solicitante y nimero del permiso; la ubicacién
y distancia de su propiedad/actividad con respecto a la instalaciéon; una
descripcion especifica de la forma c6mo usted seria afectado adversamente por el
sitio de una manera no comin al pablico en general; una lista de todas las
cuestiones de hecho en disputa que usted presente durante el periodo de
comentarios; y la declaracion "[Yo/nosotros] solicito/solicitamos una audiencia de
caso impugnado”. Si presenta la peticion para una audiencia de caso impugnado
de parte de un grupo o asociaciéon, debe identificar una persona que representa al
grupo para recibir correspondencia en el futuro; identificar el nombre y la
direccién de un miembro del grupo que seria afectado adversamente por la planta
o la actividad propuesta; proveer la informacién indicada anteriormente con
respecto a la ubicacién del miembro afectado y su distancia de la planta o actividad
propuesta; explicar como y porqué el miembro seria afectado; y explicar cé6mo los
intereses que el grupo desea proteger son pertinentes al propésito del grupo.

Después del cierre de todos los periodos de comentarios y de peticién que aplican,
el Director Ejecutivo enviara la solicitud y cualquier peticién para reconsideracion
o para una audiencia de caso impugnado a los Comisionados de la TCEQ para su
consideracién durante una reunién programada de la Comisién. La Comision sélo
puede conceder una solicitud de una audiencia de caso impugnado sobre los temas
que el solicitante haya presentado en sus comentarios oportunos que no fueron
retirados posteriormente. Si se concede una audiencia, el tema de la audiencia
estara limitado a cuestiones de hecho en disputa o cuestiones mixtas de hecho y de
derecho relacionadas a intereses pertinentes y materiales de calidad del agua que
se hayan presentado durante el periodo de comentarios.

Si somete comentarios publicos, un pedido para una audiencia
administrativa de lo contencioso o una reconsideracion de la decision del Director Ejecutivo, la
Oficina del Secretario Principal enviara por correo los avisos publicos en relacion con la
solicitud.
