Texas House expels
Slaton, first member
ousted since 1927

Texas Tribune

. The Texas House
unanimously voted to
expel Bryan Slaton on
Tuesday, one day after
the Royse City Repub-
lican submitted his
resignation after an
internal investigation
determined that he had
an inappropriate sexual
relationship with an
aide.

Upon a 147-0 vote
after a solemn, some-
times angry and at times
tearful recounting of
Slaton’s inappropriate
relationship witha - .
19-year-old aide, Slaton
became the first member
of the Texas Legislature
to be cast out of office

. since 1927.

Support of two-thirds
of the House was need-
ed for expulsion.

Slaton’s nameplate
was immediately
removed from his desk
and from the vote tally
board at the front of the
House chamber.

Slaton’s expulsion fol-
lowed an almost month-
long examination by the
House General Investi-
gating Committee after
receiving complaints of
Slaton’s behavior from
three Capitol employees

and four representa-

tives. On Saturday, the
committee released a
16-page report detail-
ing actions taken by
Slaton, 45, in furnish-

ing the young woman
with large amounts of
alcohol before the April
1 encounter and rec-
ommending that Slaton
be expelled from the
House.

Ahead of the vote,
members of the com-
mittee briefly outlined
the “unpleasant” and
“graphic” allegations .
and noted that Sla-
ton had not disputed
them and still had not
expressed remorse or -
regret. They also said
Slaton likely committed
multiple crimes, includ-
ing providing alcohol to
a minor.

“This Texas House is
not going to hear from
multiple complain-
ants about serious and
alarming facts and then
turn the other cheek or
simply slap a member
on the wrist,” Rep. An-
drew Murr, a Junction
Republican who leads
the investigating com-
mittee, told the House.

“My heart breaks,”
Murr said, his voice
growing thick. “I sus-
pect that yours does
too.”

In a heartfelt speech,
Rep. Ann Johnson,

‘D-Houston, said Slaton

had exhibited a “system
atic pattern of manipu-
lation” and questioned
whether the aide was
able to consent at the

time of the encounter .

APPLICATION. Greenwood Ventures Group LLC, 101 Parklane Boulevard, Suite 102, Sugar
Land, Texas 77478, has applied to the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) for
new Texas Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (TPDES) Permit No. WQ0016148001, to
authorize the discharge of treated domestic wastewater at a daily average flow not to exceed
975,000 gallons per day. TCEQ received this application on April 20, 2022.

The facility will be located approximately 1.87 miles southwest of the intersection of County
Road 214 and U.S. Highway 183, in Caldwell County, Texas 78644. The treated effluent will be
discharged to an unnamed tributary, thence to a second unnamed tributary, thence to West Fork
Plum Creek, thence to Plum Creek in Segment No. 1810 of the Guadalupe River Basin. The
unclassified receiving water uses are minimal aquatic life use for unnamed tributary and limited
aquatic life use for West Fork Plum Creek (intermittent with pools), and high aquatic life use for
West Fork Plum Creek (perennial). The designated uses for Segment No. 1810 are primary
contact recreation, aquifer protection, and high aquatic life use. In accordance with 30 Texas
Administrative Code § 307.5 and and the TCEQ’s Procedure to Implement the Texas Surface
Water Quality Standards (June 2010), an antidegradation review of the receiving waters was
performed. A Tier 1 antidegradation review has preliminarily determined that existing water
quality uses will not be impaired by this permit action. Numerical and narrative criteria to
protect existing uses will be maintained. A Tier 2 review has preliminarily determined that no
significant degradation of water quality is expected West Fork Plum Creek (perennial portion)
and Plum Creek, which have been identified as high aquatic life use. Existing uses will be
maintained and protected. The preliminary determination can be reexamined and may be
modified if new information is received.

The TCEQ Executive Director has completed the technical review of the application and
prepared a draft permit. The draft permit, if approved, would establish the conditions under
which the facility must operate. The Executive Director has made a preliminary decision that
this permit, if issued, meets all statutory and regulatory requirements.

The facility will be located approximately 1.87 miles southwest of the intersection of County
Road 214 and U.S. Highway 183, in Caldwell County, Texas 78644. The treated effluent will be
discharged to an unnamed tributary, thence to a second unnamed tributary, thence to West Fork
Plum Creek, thence to Plum Creek in Segment No. 1810 of the Guadalupe River Basin. The
unclassified receiving water uses are minimal aquatic life use for unnamed tributary and limited
aquatic life use for West Fork Plum Creek (intermittent with pools), and high aquatic life use for
West Fork Plum Creek (perennial). The designated uses for Segment No. 1810 are primary
contact recreation, aquifer protection, and high aquatic life use. In accordance with 30 Texas
Administrative Code § 307.5 and and the TCEQ’s Procedure to Implement the Texas Surface
Water Quality Standards (June 2010), an antidegradation review of the receiving waters was
performed. A Tier 1 antidegradation review has preliminarily determined that existing water
quality uses will not be impaired by this permit action. Numerical and narrative criteria to
protect existing uses will be maintained. A Tier 2 review has preliminarily determined that no
significant degradation of water quality is expected West Fork Plum Creek (perennial portion)
and Plum Creek, which have been identified as high aquatic life use. Existing uses will be
maintained and protected. The preliminary determination can be reexamined and may be
modified if new 1nformat10n is received.
