Call to Order

Mark Warden called Meeting to order at 9:03 a.m.

The present members of the council introduced themselves: Mr. Mark Warden, Mr. Charles
Swanson, Mr. Mark Peterson Mr. Robert Evans, Mr. David Moulton, Ms. Valerie Miller, Ms. Donna
Starling, and Mr. James Garvin. Not in attendance was Mr. Jimmy Burgdorf.

TCEQ individuals in attendance were Marilyn Gates, Mingyuan Wei, Pamela Eziani, Katherine
McGlaughlin, Tamara Calhoun, Laura Lopez, and Elizabeth Simmons.

Motion to approve the February 3, 2022, meeting minutes was made by Mark Warden and
seconded by Charles Swanson.

TCEQ Program Updates

Mingyuan Wei went over Landscape Irrigation Program (LIP) updates with the incidents that are
being received (9) and closed (2) along with investigations being approved (4) since last IAC
meeting.

One of the IAC members had a concern of the high turnover rate with LIP. Marilyn Gates assured
the Council that LIP has had a high turnover, but TCEQ is working on getting new staff. She said
that since COVID the turnover rate has been going up. But there were good candidates in the
interview pool. The new hirers will be on board soon and they will have to be trained.

Donna Starling asked about when the Council will be able to meet in person at TCEQ office. She
said that she missed meeting in person and in-person meeting was of more connecting and felt
that the Council were able to complete so much more in in-person meetings.

Marilyn Gates said that TCEQ LIP management is working on it, but we must follow TCEQ
guidelines. We want to keep everyone safe and make everyone to feel safe.

Donna Starling asked since we are meeting over teams, if we could possibly end the meetings
that are met over TEAMS at 12 noon, and that there is no need for breaks or a lunch.

Mark W said that this sounds like a good idea, and it allows for less travel. He also said that he
misses in-person meetings and all the bumping of heads, but the Council got more out of the
meetings with in-person meetings. David M. also agreed with Mark W. Marilyn Gates reminded
that we must follow TCEQ guidelines.
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Donna Starling asked what the process is, and do we have to do an amendment to have the IAC
TEAMS meetings end by noon? Mark W said that we would be heading into the charter
guideline.

There were no questions or
comments.

e How can we find out?

Charles Swanson said that the state has rules recorded. Donna Starling asked, are their
requirements recorded for irrigators? Mark W said that everyone is required to follow TCEQ
guidelines. Right now, TCEQ doesn’t have people to do the work. Donna Starling said that even
though there are not enough people, EPA still requires protection of water. Mark W said he
agrees with Donna Starling.

Donna Starling asked how much it costs. David M and Mark W asked how we find funding and
what is the cost. Marks W said this must start from the bottom to the top. James G said
city/government must want to protect the water. Donna Starling asked how we ask people to
reserve water.

Mark (Guest): Did you say that any new resident must have an irrigation system, as I do not like
them, and I have incentives for homeowner not to use them or remove them in my area.

David M said that now every new resident home built must have an irrigation system. Valerie M
said where she lives that it’s a yes in new and renovated home and that they must have a

Mark W said that statewide will need to find funding and I don’t think TCEQ, or IAC can fix the
problems, and I don’t think it will happen, because in the last 6 years it has not happen. There
is restriction with IAC guideline.

Donna Starling said that there is another way, creating video training for high schoolers. They
would be able to take the test and get a license to learn irrigation installation. She said this is
another way to build up irrigators. Mark W said that high schoolers can take the test now and
graduate and work as an irrigator.
