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The color scheme used on the SWSA maps differentiate between the times-of-travel for
each of the capture zones.  They are NOT a susceptibility indicator.

What Do the Colors Mean?

TCEQ
The SWSA maps use different colors to make the maps easier to read.  They do not indicate susceptibility nor do they indicate risk.

TCEQ
The watershed is the area surrounding the waterbody.  Rainfall on the watershed flows toward the waterbody.  It is a naturally occurring geographic feature.

TCEQ
The Area of Primary Influence (API) is an artifiicial boundary surrounding the waterbody.  It is based upon a 1000 foot border surrounding the shoreline plus a two hour time of travel upstream.  

TCEQ
The waterbody serves as the drinking water source for the PWS in question.  It may be a lake or reservoir, river, canal, terminal reservoirs, or other tributary.

TCEQ
Tributaries.  The API may extend up tributaries feeding a reservoir.  In such cases, the API will extend 1000 feet from the shoreline and upstream to approximate a two-hour time of travel.

Some water systems obtain their surface water from rivers, streams, or tributaries and not from reservoirs.  The API will typically extend 1000 feet from the shoreline and upstream to approximate a two-hour time of travel.
