The following summary is provided for this pending air permit application being reviewed by the
Texas Commission on Environmental Quality as required by 30 Texas Administrative Code Chapter
39. The information provided in this summary may change during the technical review of the
application and are not federal enforceable representations of the permit application.

R360 Environmental Solutions of Texas, LLC (CN604582072) has submitted an application for
renewal of permit number 109789. Rincon Recycling Facility (RN105627814) manages the disposal
and treatment of oil and gas exploration and production waste at the Rincon Facility located
approximately 1.5 miles N of FM 490 on FM 2844 near Rincon, Texas, Starr County.

This renewal will authorize the continued operation of Rincon Recycling Facility, an exploration and
production waste management and treatment facility. The facility utilizes surface treatment
operations and processing/storage tank to treat liquid and solid waste in order to recover oil. Once
separated, oil is stored and taken off-site, and solids are sent to disposal cells. R360 Environmental
Solutions of Texas, LLC has listed in the application the pollutants and amounts that will be emitted
for each facility. Below is the total amount for each pollutant that is proposed to be emitted each year
for all the facilities.
