Steely Lumber Co, Inc. (CN600786719) has submitted an application for an amendment to Permit Number
25850. The Steely Lumber WWTF (RN103015566) will produce/manufacture soft wood lumber at 1405
Southwood Drive, Huntsville, Walker County.

This amendment will authorize the construction of a new continuous steam drying lumber kiln. Steely Lumber
Co, Inc. has listed in the application the pollutants and amounts that will be emitted for each facility. Below is
the current amount allowed the amount to be added or removed, and the total amount for each pollutant that is
proposed to be emitted each year for all the facilities.
