Our Review of Your Application

The Edwards Aquifer Program staff conducts an administrative and technical review of all

applications. The turnaround time for administrative review can be up to 30 days as outlined

in 30 TAC 213.4 (e). Generally administrative completeness is determined d uring the intake
meeting or within a few days of receipt. The turnaround time for technical review of an
administratively complete Edwards Aquifer application is 90 days as outlined in 30 TAC
213.4 (e) . Please know that the review and approval time is directly impacted by the quality

and completeness of the initial application that is received. In order to conduct a timely
review, it is imperative that the information provided in an Edwards Aquifer  application
include final  plans, be accurate, complete, and in compliance with 30 TAC 213 .

Administrative Review

1.

Edwards Aquifer applications must be deemed administratively complete before a technical review can
begin. To be considered administratively complete, the application must contain completed forms and
attachments, provide the requested information , and meet all the site plan requirements. The submitted
application and plan sheetsshould be final plans. Please submit one full-size set of plan sheets with the
original application, and half -size sets with the additional copies.

To ensure that all applicable documents are included in the application , the program has developed tools to
guide you and web pages to provide all forms,checklists, and guidance. Please visit the below website for

This Edwards Aquifer Application CoverPageform (certified by the applicant or agent) must be included in
the application and brought to the administrative review meeting .

Administrative reviews are scheduled with program staff who will conduct the review. Applicants or their
authorized agent should call the appropriate regional office, according to the county in which the project is
located, to schedule a review. The average meeting time is one hour.

In the meeting, the application is examined for administrative completeness Deficiencies will be noted by
staff and emailed or faxed to the applicant and authorized agent at the end of the meeting, or shortly after.
Administrative deficiencies will cause the application to be deemed incomplete and returned.

An appointment should be made toresubmit the application. The application is re-examined to ensure all
deficiencies are resolved.The application will only be deemed administratively complete when all
administrative deficiencies are addressed.

If an application is received by mail, courier service, or otherwise submitted without a review meeting, the
administrative review will be conducted within 30 days. The applicant and agent will be contacted with the
results of the administrative review. If the application is found to be administratively incomplete, it can be
retrieved from the regional office or returned by regular mail. If returned by mail, t he regional office may
require arrangements for return shipping.

If the geologic assessment was completed before October 1, 2004 anithe site contains “possibly sensitive”
features, the assessment must be updatedn accordance with the Instructions to Geologists (TCEQ-0585
Instructions) .

Technical Review

1.

When an application is deemed administratively complete, the technical review period begins. The regional
office will distribute copies of the application to the identified affected city, county, and groundwater
conservation district whose jurisdiction includes the subject site. These entitiesand the public have 30 days
to provide comments on the application to the regional office. All comments received are reviewedby TCEQ.

A site assessment isusually conducted as part of thetechnical review, to evaluate the geologic assessment
and observe existing site conditions. The site must be accessible tamur staff. The site boundaries should be
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clearly marked, features identified in the geologic assessnent should be flagged,roadways marked and the
alignment of the Sewage Collection §stem and manholesshould be stakedat the time the application is
submitted . If the site is not marked the application may be returned.

3. We evaluate the application for technical completeness and contactthe applicant and agentvia Notice of
Deficiency (NOD) to request additional information and identify technical deficiencies. There are two
deficiency response periods available to the applicant.There are 14 days to resolvedeficiencies noted in the
first NOD. If a second NOD is issuedthere is an additional 14 days to resolvedeficiencies. If the response to
the second notice is not received, is incomplete or inadequate, or provides new information that is
incomplete or inadequate, the application must be withdrawn or will be denied. Please note that because the
technical review is underway, whether the application is withdrawn or denied the application fee will be
forfeited

4. The program has 90 calendar daysto complete the technical review of the application . If the application is
technically adequate, such that it complies with the Edwards Aquifer rules, and is protective of the Edwards
Aquifer during and after construction, an approval letter will be issued. Construction or other regulated
activity may not begin until an approval is issued.

Mid -Review Maodifications
It is important to have final site plans prior to beginning the permitting process with TCEQ to avoid delays.

Occasionally, circumstances arise where you may lave significant design and/or site plan changes after your
Edwards Aquifer application has been deemed administratively complete by TCEQ. This is considered a “Mid
Review Modification”. Mid -Review Modifications may require redistribution of an applicatio n that includes the
proposed madifications for public comment.

If you are proposing a Mid-Review Modification, two options are available:

x  If the technical review has begun your application can be denied/withdrawn, your fees will be forfeited,
and the plan will have to be resubmitted.

X TCEQ can continue the technical review of the application as it was submitted, and a modification
application can be submitted at a later time.

If the application is denied/withdrawn, the resubmitted application will be subj ect to the administrative and
technical review processes and will be treated as a new application. The application will be redistributed to the
affected jurisdictions.

The Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) has completed its review on the
application for the above -referenced project submitted to the Edwards Aquifer Protection
Program (EAPP) by Macina, Bose, Copeland & Associates on behalf of 4400 CR 277 Investments
LLC, on January 26, 2024 . Final review of the application was completed after additional

material was received on April 2, 2024, and April 3, 2024.

As presented to the TCEQ, the application was prepared in general compliance with the

requirements of 30 Texas Administrative Codes (TAC) Chapter 8213. The permanent best
management practices (BMPs) and measures represented in the application were prepared by a
Texas licensed professional engineer (PE). All construction plans and design information were

sealed, signed, and dated by a Texas licensed PE. Therefore, the application for the construction

of the proposed project and methods to protect the Edwards Aquifer are approved, subject to
applicable state rules and the conditions in this letter.

This approval expires two years from the date of this letter , unless, prior to the expiration
date, more than 10 percent of the construction has commenced on the project or an extension

of time has been officially requested. This approval or extension will expire , and no extension
will be granted if more than 50 percent of the project has not been completed within ten years

from the date of this letter.

The applicant or a person affected may file with the chief clerk a motion for reconsideration of
the executive director's final action on this contributing zone plan or modification to a plan. A
motion for reconsideration must be filed in accordance with 30 TAC §50.139.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The proposed multifamily =~ commercial project will have an area of approximately 251. 25 acres.
The project will include  clearing, grading, drive lanes, construction of 630 apartment buildings
(duplex-style), for a total of 1,260 units , 3 amenity buildings, 3 maintenance buildings, 3 malil

kiosks and 3 guard shacks at the entrances  , associated driveways, parking areas, dumpster

pads and pool areas. Additionally, drainage outfalls will be constructed withing Liberty Hill

High School property. Th e impervious cov er will be 93.61 acres (37.26 percent). Project
wastewater will be disposed of by conveyance to the existing Liberty Hill Regional Wastewater
Treatment Plant.

PERMANENT POLLUTION ABATEMENT MEASURES

To prevent the pollution of stormwater runoff originating on -site or upgradient of the site and
potentially flowing across and off the site after construction, 5 proposed b atch detention
basins, designed using the TCEQ technical guidance, RG  -348, Complying with the Edwards
Aquifer Rules: Technical Guidance on Best Management Practices, will be constructed to treat
stormwater runoff. The required total suspended solids (TSS) treatment for this project is

81,479 pounds of TSS generated from the 93.61 acres of impervious cover. The approved
permanent BMPs and measures meet the required 80 percent removal of the increased load in

TSS caused by the project.

The permanent BMPS shall be operational prior to occupancy or use of the proposed project.
Inspection, maintenance, repair, and retrofit of the permanent BMPs shall be in accordance with
the approved application.

STANDARD CONDITIONS

1. The plan holder (applicant) must comply with all provisions of 30 TAC Chapter §213 and all
technical specifications in the approved plan. The plan holder should also acquire and
comply with additional and separate approvals, permits, registrations or authorizations
from other TCEQ Programs (i.e., Stormwater, Water Rights, Dam Safety, Underground
Injection Control) as required based on the specifics of the plan.

2. In addition to the rules of the Commission, the plan holder must also comply with state and
local ordinances and regulations providing for the protection of water quality as applicable.

Prior to Commencement of Construction:

3. The plan holder of any approved contributing zone  plan must notify the EAPP and obtain
approval from the executive director prior to initiating any modification to the activities
described in the referenced application following the date of the approval.

4. The plan holder must provide written notification of intent to commence construction,
replacement, or rehabilitation of the referenced project. Notification must be submitted to
the EAPP no later than 48 hours prior to commencement of the regulated activity.
Notification must include the date on which the regulated activity will commence, the name
of the approved plan and program ID number for the regulated activity, and the name of
the prime contractor with the name and telephone number of the contact pers on.

5. Temporary erosion and sedimentation (E&S) controls as described in the referenced
application, must be installed prior to construction, and maintained during construction
Temporary E&S controls may be removed when vegetation is established , and the
construction area is stabilized. The TCEQ may monitor stormwater discharges from the site
to evaluate the adequacy of temporary E&S control measures. Additional controls may be
necessary if excessive solids are being discharged from the site.

During Construction:

6. The application must indicate the placement of permanent aboveground storage tanks
facilities for static hydrocarbons and hazardous substances with cumulative storage
capacity of 500 gallons or more. Subsequent permanent storage tanks on this project site
require a modification to be submitted and approved prior to installation.

7. If sediment escapes the construction site, the sediment must be removed at a frequency
sufficient to minimize offsite impacts to water quality (e.qg., fugitive sediment in street being
washed into surface streams or sensitive features by the next rain). Sed iment must be
removed from sediment traps or sedimentation ponds not later than when design capacity

has been reduced by 50 percent. Litter, construction debris, and construction chemicals
shall be prevented from becoming stormwater discharge pollutants.

8. Intentional discharges of sediment laden water are not allowed. If dewatering becomes
necessary, the discharge must be filtered through appropriately selected BMPs

9. The following records shall be maintained and made available to the executive director
upon request: the dates when major grading activities occur, the dates when construction
activities temporarily or permanently cease on a portion of the site, and the dates when
stabilization measures are initiated.

10. Stabilization measures shall be initiated as soon as practicable in portions of the site where
construction activities have temporarily or permanently ceased, and construction activities
will not resume within 21 days. When the initiation of stabilization measures by the 14th
day is precluded by weather conditions, stabilization measures shall be initiated as soon as
practicable.

After Completion of Construction:

11. Owners of permanent BMPs and temporary measures must ensure that the BMPs and
measures are constructed and function as designed. A Texas licensed PE must certify  in
writing that the permanent BMPs or measures were constructed as designed. The
certification letter must be submitted to the EAPP within 30 days of site completion.

12. The applicant shall be responsible for maintaining the permanent BMPs after construction
until such time as the maintenance obligation is either assumed in writing by another entity
having ownership or control of the property or the ownership of the property is transferred
to the entity. A copy of the transfer of responsibility must be filed with the executive
director through the EAPP within 30 days of the transfer. TCEQ form, Change in
Responsibility for Maintenance on Permanent BMPs and Measures (TCEQ -10263), may be
used.

The holder of the approved contributing zone plan is responsible for compliance with Chapter
§213 subchapter B and any condition of the approved plan through all phases of plan
implementation. Failure to comply with any condition within this approval letter is a violation

of Chapter 8213 subchapter B and is subject to administrative rule or orders and penalties as
provided under 8213. 25 of this title (relating to Enforcement). Such violations may also be
subject to civil penalties and injunction. Upon legal transfer of this property, the new owner is
required to comply with all terms of the approved contributin g zone plan.

The Mansions at Liberty Hill Contributing Zone Plan Maodification is a modification to the Mansions at
Liberty Hill Contributing Zone Plan approved April 5, 2024 (EAPP ID: 11003874, RN111891396). The
approved plan. The previously approved plan allowed for construction of a multi-family commercial project
with a project limits of 251.25 acres, 93.61 acres of impervious cover and construction of five Batch
Detention Ponds. The subject plan is a Modification to the previously approved Mansions at Liberty Hill
Contributing Zone Plan. The proposed modification expands the project limits to a total of 253.27 acres,
with the additional acreage made up of the County Road 277 right of way. The modification also includes
additional impervious cover made up primarily of proposed artificial turf. As part of this modification, the
storage elevation of the five previously approved Batch Detention Ponds will be increased to provide
additional water quality volume to adequately treat runoff for the additional impervious cover.

Mansions at Liberty Hill is a proposed Multi-Family/Duplex/Townhome Residential development located
on the north side of County Road 277, approximately 1/2 mile north of State Highway 29, within the City
of Liberty Hill, Williamson County. The property consists of (2) tracts of lands described as follows: A
242.30 acre tract of land situated in Richard West Survey, Abstract 643, Williamson County, Texas, and
being all of a called 242.07 acre tract of land described in General Warranty deed, recorded in document
number 2020035896, Official Public Records, Williamson County, Texas. A 9.04 acre tract of land situated
in Richard West Survey, Abstract 643, Williamson County, Texas, and being all of a 9.03 acre tract of land
described in General Warranty deed recorded in document number 2021019436, Official Public Records,
Williamson County, Texas. The remaining acreage out of the 253.27-acre project is made up of County
Road 277 right of way. The 253.27-acre site is located within the Edwards Aquifer Contributing Zone.
Construction associated with the previously approved Contributing Zone Plan has commenced. Although
clearing and grading activities are in progress, previous condition of the subject property can be described
as largely undeveloped, with areas of dense trees and underbrush and areas of scattered trees and open
grassland. Existing topography of the tract consists of natural slopes ranging from flat to slopes in excess
of 15%, with the majority of the site area being between 0-45% slopes. The majority of the property consists
of moderate to mild slopes with an average slope of 3.1%, the few excessive slopes are located in the
vicinity of man-made stock tanks. The property generally drains from the North to the South, and ultimately
to the San Gabriel River. There are (5) separate sub-basins located on-site identified as A, B, C, D and E.
The site does not received any appreciable up-gradient runoff.

The site will be developed into uses consistent with Multi-Family/Duplex/Townhome Residential
development. As part of this project, drive lanes, sidewalks, utility and drainage infrastructure will be
constructed. Storm water detention for this development will be provided by proposed Batch Detention
Ponds located at the downstream areas of the proposed watersheds. The limits of associated with the
proposed project cover an area of approximately 253.27 acres. Of the 253.27 acre project limits, 251.11
acres are owned by 4400 CR 277 Investments, LLC, 0.14 acres consist of the Liberty Hill High School
property, and the remaining consists of the County Road 277 right of way. Work proposed within the
Liberty Hill High School Property consists of construction of proposed drainage outfalls. This work is
relatively minimal and was previously approved in the original contributing zone plan. Included in this
report, is a letter from LHISD authorizing this work.

The proposed project will have an increase in impervious area of approximately 124.95 acres. The proposed
impervious surfaces will include the pavement, curbs, sidewalks, rooftops, driveways, dumpster pads, pool
areas, and artificial turf. Five (5) Batch Detention Water Quality Ponds (A, B1, B2, C & D) will be
constructed as part of this project. These ponds have been designed to remove 80% of the increase of total
suspended solids (TSS) resulting from the proposed development. Over treatment for un-captured drainage
areas (Area “E”) is being provided by the proposed Batch Detention Ponds. The proposed Batch Detention
Ponds will discharge to the natural low of the watershed.
