This application is for renewal of the discharge of treated wastewater in a volume not
to exceed the average daily flow of 644,000 gallons per day through Outfall 1.

Discharges from the facility are expected to contain the contaminants expected from
the discharge with based on 40 CFR Part 423 are: total residual chlorine, total
suspended solids, and ph. The temperature is also expected from these discharges.
Additional potential contaminants are included in the Industrial Wastewater
Application Technical Report, Worksheet 2.0. Wastewater is treated by the RO plant
will consist of reverse osmosis membrane reject water (concentrate), reverse 0Smosis



system discharge water, and CIP cleaning solution disposal. Two brackish wells provide
the raw water source for the RO plant. Raw water enters the RO Plant and undergoes
antiscalant injection (AWC A-102 Ultra) to reduce scale formation on the reverse
osmosis membranes and 5-micron filtration to remove remaining contaminants larger
than 5 microns. The pre-treated water then enters the reverse osmosis system, where
the permeated (purified product water) and concentrate are produced and sent to
distribution and waste, respectively. When reverse osmosis membranes become dirty
(expected to be infrequent; every few months to a year), they will be cleaned with a 2%
by weight solution of AWC C-209 or AWC C-226, depending on the Indicator of Need
cleaning. When cleanup is complete, the solution will be neutralized and disposed of as
waste. Finally, effluent from emergency showers and eyewash stations will be disposed
of during maintenance checks and chemical splash emergencies.
