APPLICATION. Dow Hydrocarbons and Resources LLC and The Dow Chemical Company,
2301 North Brazosport Boulevard, Freeport, Texas 77541, which owns a salt dome operation,
has applied to the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) to renew Texas
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (TPDES) Permit No. WQ0004429000 (EPA 1.D. No.
TX0124915) to authorize the discharge of stormwater at an intermittent and flow variable
volume via Outfalls 001 and 002. The facility is located at 2301 North Brazosport Boulevard,
Freeport, in Brazoria County, Texas 77541. The discharge route is from the plant site via Outfalls
001 and 002 to drainage ditches; thence to Oyster Creek Tidal. TCEQ received this application
on November 20, 2023. The permit application will be available for viewing and copying
Freeport Branch Library, 410 North Brazosport Boulevard, Freeport, Texas prior to the date this
notice is published in the newspaper. This link to an electronic map of the site or facility's
general location is provided as a public courtesy and not part of the application or notice.

ADDITIONAL NOTICE. TCEQ’s Executive Director has determined the application is
administratively complete and will conduct a technical review of the application. After technical
review of the application is complete, the Executive Director may prepare a draft permit and will
issue a preliminary decision on the application. Notice of the Application and Preliminary
Decision will be published and mailed to those who are on the county-wide mailing
list and to those who are on the mailing list for this application. That notice will
contain the deadline for submitting public comments.

PUBLIC COMMENT / PUBLIC MEETING. You may submit public comments or
request a public meeting on this application. The purpose of a public meeting is to
provide the opportunity to submit comments or to ask questions about the application. TCEQ
will hold a public meeting if the Executive Director determines that there is a significant degree
of public interest in the application or if requested by a local legislator. A public meeting is not a
contested case hearing.

OPPORTUNITY FOR A CONTESTED CASE HEARING. After the deadline for submitting
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public comments, the Executive Director will consider all timely comments and prepare a
response to all relevant and material, or significant public comments. Unless the application
is directly referred for a contested case hearing, the response to comments, and
the Executive Director’s decision on the application, will be mailed to everyone
who submitted public comments and to those persons who are on the mailing list
for this application. If comments are received, the mailing will also provide
instructions for requesting reconsideration of the Executive Director’s decision
and for requesting a contested case hearing. A contested case hearing is a legal
proceeding similar to a civil trial in state district court.

TO REQUEST A CONTESTED CASE HEARING, YOU MUST INCLUDE THE
FOLLOWING ITEMS IN YOUR REQUEST: your name, address, phone number;
applicant's name and proposed permit number; the location and distance of your
property/activities relative to the proposed facility; a specific description of how
you would be adversely affected by the facility in a way not common to the general
public; a list of all disputed issues of fact that you submit during the comment
period and, the statement "[I/we] request a contested case hearing." If the request
for contested case hearing is filed on behalf of a group or association, the request
must designate the group’s representative for receiving future correspondence;
identify by name and physical address an individual member of the group who
would be adversely affected by the proposed facility or activity; provide the
information discussed above regarding the affected member’s location and
distance from the facility or activity; explain how and why the member would be
affected; and explain how the interests the group seeks to protect are relevant to
the group’s purpose.

Following the close of all applicable comment and request periods, the Executive Director will
forward the application and any requests for reconsideration or for a contested case hearing to
the TCEQ Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting.

The Commission may only grant a request for a contested case hearing on issues the requestor
submitted in their timely comments that were not subsequently withdrawn. If a hearing is
granted, the subject of a hearing will be limited to disputed issues of fact or mixed
questions of fact and law relating to relevant and material water quality concerns
submitted during the comment period. TCEQ may act on an application to renew a
permit for discharge of wastewater without providing an opportunity for a
contested case hearing if certain criteria are met.

MAILING LIST. If you submit public comments, a request for a contested case hearing or a
reconsideration of the Executive Director’s decision, you will be added to the mailing list for this
specific application to receive future public notices mailed by the Office of the Chief Clerk. In
addition, you may request to be placed on: (1) the permanent mailing list for a specific applicant
name and permit number; and/or (2) the mailing list for a specific county. If you wish to be
placed on the permanent and/or the county mailing list, clearly specify which list(s) and send
your request to TCEQ Office of the Chief Clerk at the address below.

Dow Hydrocarbons and Resources LLC y The Dow Chemical Company, 2301
North Brazosport Boulevard, Freeport, Texas 77541, propietarios de una operacion de domo de
sal, han solicitado a la Comisién de Calidad Ambiental del Estado de Texas (TCEQ) renovar el
Permiso No. WQ0004429000 (EPA 1.D. No. TX0124915) del Sistema de Eliminacién de
Descargas de Contaminantes de Texas (TPDES) para autorizar la descarga de aguas pluviales en
un volumen variable e intermitente a través de los Desagiies 001y 002. La planta esta ubicada
en el 2301 North Brazosport Boulevard, Freeport, en el Condado de Brazoria, Texas 77541. La
ruta de descarga es del sitio de la planta a través de los Desagiies 001 y 002 a zanjas de drenaje;

Después del cierre de todos los periodos de comentarios y de peticion que aplican,
el Director Ejecutivo enviara la solicitud y cualquier peticién para reconsideracion
o para una audiencia de caso impugnado a los Comisionados de la TCEQ para su
consideracion durante una reuniéon programada de la Comision. La Comision sélo
puede conceder una solicitud de una audiencia de caso impugnado sobre los temas
que el solicitante haya presentado en sus comentarios oportunos que no fueron
retirados posteriormente. Si se concede una audiencia, el tema de la audiencia
estara limitado a cuestiones de hecho en disputa o cuestiones mixtas de hecho y de
derecho relacionadas a intereses pertinentes y materiales de calidad del agua que
se hayan presentado durante el periodo de comentarios. Si ciertos criterios se
cumplen, la TCEQ puede actuar sobre una solicitud para renovar un permiso sin
proveer una oportunidad de una audiencia administrativa de lo contencioso.

The following summary is provided for this pending water quality permit application being
reviewed by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality as required by 30 Texas
Administrative Code Chapter 39. The information provided in this summary may change
during the technical review of the application and are not federal enforceable representations
of the permit application.

Dow Hydrocarbons and Resources LLC, 2211 H.H. Dow Way, Midland, MI 48674, is responsible for the
operation of the Freeport Stratton Ridge (formerly, Salt Dome Operations) facility (RN100225945), a
brine production and underground hydrocarbon storage facility. This application requests the renewal
of individual of TPDES Permit No. WQ0004429000, which authorizes stormwater associated with
industrial activity. There are two TPDES-permitted outfalls at the Freeport Stratton Ridge facility:
Outfalls 001 and 002. Permitted waste streams for Outfalls 001 and 002 include the intermittent
discharge of stormwater associated with industrial activities. Discharges from Outfalls oo1 and 002 are
monitored for flow, pH, total organic carbon (TOC), and oil & grease. Specific testing requirements
were completed as part of this renewal application and are included in the Industrial Wastewater
Application Technical report.

The Freeport Stratton Ridge (formerly, Salt Dome Operations) facility is located northwest of Oyster
Creek along County Road 226, approximately one mile west of the intersection of County Road 226 and
Farm-to-Market Road 523, near the City of Clute, Brazoria County, Texas, 77541. The effluent is
discharged via Outfalls 001 and 002 to drainage ditches, thence to Oyster Creek Tidal, Segment No.
1109 of the San Jacinto-Brazos Coastal Basin. The designated use for the unclassified receiving waters
is minimal aquatic life use in the drainage ditches. The designated uses for Segment No. 1109 are
primary contact recreation and high aquatic life use.

El siguiente resumen se proporciona para esta solicitud de permiso de calidad del agua
pendiente que estd siendo revisada por la Comision de Calidad Ambiental de Texas segun lo
requerido por el Capitulo 39 del Codigo Administrativo de Texas 30. La informacion
proporcionada en este resumen puede cambiar durante la revision técnica de la solicitud y no
son representaciones federales exigibles de la solicitud de permiso.

Dow Hydrocarbons and Resources LLC, 2211 H.H. Dow Way, Midland, M| 48674, es responsable de la
operacion de la instalacion Freeport Stratton Ridge (anteriormente, Salt Dome Operations) (RN100225945),
una instalacion de produccion industrial de salmuera y almacenamiento subterraneo de hidrocarburos. Esta
solicitud solicita la renovacién del Permiso TPDES No. WQ0004429000, que autoriza las aguas pluviales
asociadas con las actividades industriales. Hay dos desagtlies permitidos por TPDES en las instalaciones de
Freeport Stratton Ridge: los desagiies 001 y 002. Los flujos de aguas residuales permitidos para los desaglies
001 y 002 incluyen la descarga intermitente de aguas pluviales asociadas con actividades industriales. Las
descargas de los desagties 001 y 002 se monitorean para determinar el flujo, el pH, el carbono organico total
(TOCQ), y para aceites y grasas. Los requisitos de prueba especificos se completaron como parte de esta
solicitud de renovacion y estan incluidos en el informe técnico de aplicacion de aguas residuales industriales.

La instalacion de Freeport Stratton Ridge (anteriormente, Salt Dome Operations) esta ubicada al noroeste de
Oyster Creek a lo largo de County Road 226, aproximadamente a una milla al oeste de la interseccion de
County Road 226 y Farm-to-Market Road 523, cerca de la ciudad de Clute, condado de Brazoria, Texas,
77541. El efluente se descarga a través de los desaguies 001 y 002 a las zanjas de drenaje, de alli a Oyster
Creek Tidal, Segmento No. 1109 de la Cuenca Costera de San Jacinto-Brazos. El uso designado para las
aguas receptoras no clasificadas es el uso minimo de vida acuatica en las zanjas de drenaje. Los usos
designados para el Segmento No. 1109 son la recreacion de contacto primario y el uso de alta vida acuatica.
