The following summary is provided for this pending water quality permit application being
reviewed by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality as required by 30 Texas
Administrative Code Chapter 39. The information provided in this summary may change
during the technical review of the application and are not federal enforceable representations
of the permit application.

TotalEnergies Petrochemicals & Refining USA, Inc. (CN604041020) operates La Porte
Polypropylene Plant (RN100212109), a manufacturer of polypropylene plastic. The facility is
located at 1818 Independence Parkway, in LaPorte, Harris County, Texas 77536. Process
wastewaters, utility wastewaters, and other authorized streams that are discharged via
Outfall 001 are treated in lagoons. The discharge via Outfall 001 is subject to federal effluent
limitations guidelines at 40 CFR Part 414 and includes: biological oxygen demand, total
suspended solids, pH, and the priority pollutants outlined by 40 CFR Part 414. As domestic
wastewater is included in this discharge, enterococci is also an expected pollutant.
Stormwater and other authorized wastewaters are discharged via Outfall 002 and do not
receive treatment prior to discharge.

La
instalacion esta ubicada en 1818 Independence Parkway, en LaPorte, Condado de Harris,
Texas 77536, Las aguas residuales de procesos, de servicios publicos y otros arroyos
autorizados que son descargados a través del Desagiie 001 se tratan en lagunas. La descarga
a través del Desagiie 001 esta sujeta a las pautas federales de limitaciones de efluentes en 40
CFR Parte 414 e incluye lo siguiente: demanda biologica de oxigeno, solidos suspendidos
totales, pH y los contaminantes prioritarios descritos en 40 CFR Parte 414. Dado que las
aguas residuales domesticas se incluyen en esta descarga, los enterococos también son un
contaminante esperado. Las aguas pluviales asi como otras aguas residuales autorizadas se
descargan a través del Desagiie 002 y no reciben tratamiento previo a su descarga.

TotalEnergies Petrochemicals & Refining USA, Inc., P.O. Box 888, Deer Park,
Texas 77536, which owns a facility which manufactures polypropylene plastic, has applied to
the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) to amend Texas Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System (TPDES) Permit No. WQ0001000000 (EPA 1.D. No. TX0007421) to authorize
reduced monitoring frequencies for select parameters for Outfall 001 and removal of the
aluminum and chromium monitoring requirements and limits for Outfall 001. The facility is
located at 1818 Independence Parkway South, near the city of La Porte, in Harris County,
Texas 77571. The discharge route is from the plant site via Outfalls 001 and 002 to Phillips
Ditch, thence to Santa Anna Bayou, thence to Houston Ship Channel/San Jacinto River Tidal.
TCEQ received this application on April 24, 2024. The permit application will be available for
viewing and copying at La Porte Community Library, 600 South Broadway Street, La Porte, in
Harris County, Texas prior to the date this notice is published in the newspaper.

ADDITIONAL NOTICE. TCEQ’s Executive Director has determined the application is
administratively complete and will conduct a technical review of the application. After
technical review of the application is complete, the Executive Director may prepare a draft
permit and will issue a preliminary decision on the application. Notice of the Application
and Preliminary Decision will be published and mailed to those who are on the county-
wide mailing list and to those who are on the mailing list for this application. That notice
will contain the deadline for submitting public comments.

PUBLIC COMMENT / PUBLIC MEETING. You may submit public comments or request a
public meeting on this application. The purpose of a public meeting is to provide the
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opportunity to submit comments or to ask questions about the application. TCEQ will hold a
public meeting if the Executive Director determines that there is a significant degree of public
interest in the application or if requested by a local legislator. A public meeting is not a
contested case hearing.

OPPORTUNITY FOR A CONTESTED CASE HEARING. After the deadline for submitting
public comments, the Executive Director will consider all timely comments and prepare a
response to all relevant and material, or significant public comments. Unless the application
is directly referred for a contested case hearing, the response to comments, and the
Executive Director’s decision on the application, will be mailed to everyone who
submitted public comments and to those persons who are on the mailing list for this
application. If comments are received, the mailing will also provide instructions for
requesting reconsideration of the Executive Director’s decision and for requesting a
contested case hearing. A contested case hearing is a legal proceeding similar to a civil trial
in state district court.

TO REQUEST A CONTESTED CASE HEARING, YOU MUST INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING ITEMS
IN YOUR REQUEST: your name, address, phone number; applicant's name and proposed
permit number; the location and distance of your property/activities relative to the
proposed facility; a specific description of how you would be adversely affected by the
facility in a way not common to the general public; a list of all disputed issues of fact that
you submit during the comment period and, the statement "[I/we] request a contested
case hearing." If the request for contested case hearing is filed on behalf of a group or
association, the request must designate the group’s representative for receiving future
correspondence; identify by name and physical address an individual member of the
group who would be adversely affected by the proposed facility or activity; provide the
information discussed above regarding the affected member’s location and distance from
the facility or activity; explain how and why the member would be affected; and explain
how the interests the group seeks to protect are relevant to the group’s purpose.

Following the close of all applicable comment and request periods, the Executive Director will
forward the application and any requests for reconsideration or for a contested case hearing
to the TCEQ Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting.

The Commission may only grant a request for a contested case hearing on issues the
requestor submitted in their timely comments that were not subsequently withdrawn. If a
hearing is granted, the subject of a hearing will be limited to disputed issues of fact or
mixed questions of fact and law relating to relevant and material water quality concerns
submitted during the comment period.

If you submit public comments, a request for a contested case hearing or a
reconsideration of the Executive Director’s decision, you will be added to the mailing list for
this specific application to receive future public notices mailed by the Office of the Chief
Clerk.
