The following summary is provided for this pending water quality permit application being
reviewed by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality as required by 30 TAC Chapter
39. The information provided in this summary may change during the technical review of the
application and is not a federal enforceable representation of the permit application.

The City of La Grange, ((CN600333983)) operates the City of La Grange wastewater treatment
facility (RN100626001), an activated sludge wastewater treatment facility. The facility is
located at 801 West Lower Line Street, in La Grange, Fayette County, Texas 78945. This
application is for a renewal to discharge at an annual average flow of 900,000 gallons per day
of treated domestic wastewater via Outfall 001.

Discharges from the facility are expected to contain five-day biochemical oxygen demand
(BOD;), total suspended solids (TSS), ammonia nitrogen (NH;-N), and Escherichia coli (E-Coli).
Additional potential pollutants include CBOD;, Nitrate Nitrogen, Total Kjeldahl Nitrogen,
Sulfate, Chloride, Total Phosphorus and Total Dissolved Solids. Domestic Wastewater is
treated by activated sludge treatment plant - wastewater enters the wastewater treatment
plant thru a bar screen and flows on to a carousel-type aeration basin; thence to a secondary
clarifier and on to the chlorine contact chamber, from chlorine contact basin to an effluent
meter and thru an 18” pipe into Segment 1402 of the Colorado River Basin. Solids from the

Se espera que las descargas de la instalacion contengan una demanda bioquimica de oxigeno (DBO5) de
cinco dias, sélidos suspendidos totales (SST), nitrégeno amoniacal (NH3-N) y Escherichia coli (E-Coli). Otros
contaminantes potenciales son el CBODS5, el nitrégeno nitrico, el nitrégeno Kjeldahl total, el sulfato, el
cloruro, el fésforo total y los sélidos disueltos totales. Las aguas residuales domésticas se tratan mediante

After the deadline for submitting
public comments, the Executive Director will consider all timely comments and prepare a
response to all relevant and material, or significant public comments. Unless the application
is directly referred for a contested case hearing, the response to comments, and the
Executive Director’s decision on the application, will be mailed to everyone who
submitted public comments and to those persons who are on the mailing list for this
application. If comments are received, the mailing will also provide instructions for
requesting reconsideration of the Executive Director’s decision and for requesting a
contested case hearing. A contested case hearing is a legal proceeding similar to a civil trial
in state district court.

Following the close of all applicable comment and request periods, the Executive Director will
forward the application and any requests for reconsideration or for a contested case hearing
to the TCEQ Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting.

The Commission may only grant a request for a contested case hearing on issues the
requestor submitted in their timely comments that were not subsequently withdrawn. If a
hearing is granted, the subject of a hearing will be limited to disputed issues of fact or
mixed questions of fact and law relating to relevant and material water quality concerns
submitted during the comment period.

TCEQ may act on an application to renew a permit for discharge of wastewater without
providing an opportunity for a contested case hearing if certain criteria are met.
