The City of Carrizo Springs (CN600241418) operates the Carrizo Springs Wastewater Treatment Plant
(RN101721124), the plant is a Extended Aeration and operates as an activated sludge waste-
water treatment process to treat the wastewater before it is discharged. The facility is located
approximately 0.5 miles NE of the intersection of US Hwy. 83 and 5.H.-85 and S.H.-85 in Carrizo Springs,
Dimmit County, Texas 78834.

This application is for a renewal to dispose a daily average flow not to exceed 950,000 gallons
per day of treated domestic wastewater via outfall 001.

Discharges from the facility are expected to contain seven-day carbonaceous biochemical oxygen
demand (CBODs), total suspended solids (TSS), ammonia nitrogen (NHs-N), and Escherichia coll.
