The following summary is provided for this pending water quality permit application being 
reviewed by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality as required by 30 TAC Chapter 
39. The information provided in this summary may change during the technical review of the 
application and is not a federal enforceable representation of the permit application.

City of Caddo Mills, Texas (600672752) operates City of Caddo Mills Wastewater Treatment 
Facility (104798681), a wastewater treatment utility. The facility is located at approximately 
2,100 feet west of the intersection of FM road 36 and FM road 1903, in Caddo Mills, Hunt 
County, Texas 75135. This is a request for renewal of an existing permit for treating and 
handling of wastewater by means of effluent discharge.  

Discharges from the facility are expected to contain Arsenic, Cadmium, Chromium, Copper, 
Lead, Mercury, Molybdenum, Nickel, PCBs, Selenium, and Zinc. Processed wastewater is treated 
by an activated process plant operated in the conventional mode with nitrification. Treatment 
units include one pump station, two equalization basins, two bar screens, one aeration basin, 
one clarifier, one aerobic sludge digester, one sludge thickener, one sludge dewatering unit, 
and one chlorine contact chamber. Sludge generated from the treatment facility is hauled by a 
registered transporter and disposed of at a TCEQ-permitted landfill (Republic Maloy Landfill),

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Permit No. 1195B, in Hunt Count.  The permit also authorizes the disposal of sludge at a 
TCEQ-authorized land application site, co-disposal landfill, wastewater treatment facility, or 
facility that processes sludge. This treatment facility is already in operation. The final effluent 
limitation of daily average flow shall not exceed 0.75 MGD, nor shall the average discharge 
during any two-hour period exceed 2,083 gallons per minute (gpm).

El siguiente resumen se proporciona para esta solicitud de permiso de calidad del agua 
pendiente que está siendo revisada por la Comisión de Calidad Ambiental de Texas según lo 
requerido por el Capítulo 39 del Código Administrativo de Texas 30. La información 
proporcionada en este resumen puede cambiar durante la revisión técnica de la solicitud y no 
es una representación ejecutiva fedérale de la solicitud de permiso. 

Ciudad de Caddo Mills, Texas (600672752) opera la Planta de Tratamiento de Aguas 
Residuales de la Ciudad de Caddo Mills (104798681), una instalación de tratamiento de 
aguas residuales. La planta está ubicada aproximadamente a 2,100 pies al oeste de la 
intersección de la carretera FM 36 y la carretera FM 1903, en Caddo Mills, Condado de 
Hunt, Texas 75135. 

Esta es una solicitud para la renovación de un permiso existente para el tratamiento y 
manejo de aguas residuales mediante descarga de efluentes.  

Se espera que las descargas de la instalación contengan arsénico, cadmio, cromo, cobre, 
plomo, mercurio, molibdeno, níquel, bifenilos policlorados (PCB), selenio y zinc. 

Las aguas residuales procesadas son tratadas mediante una planta de proceso activado 
operada en modo convencional con nitrificación. Las unidades de tratamiento incluyen una 
estación de bombeo, dos tanques de igualación, dos rejillas de barras, un tanque de 
aireación, un clarificador, un digestor aeróbico de lodos, un espesador de lodos, una 
unidad de deshidratación de lodos y una cámara de contacto con cloro. 

Los lodos generados en la planta de tratamiento son transportados por un transportista 
registrado y eliminados en un relleno sanitario autorizado por la TCEQ (Republic Maloy 
Landfill), Permiso No. 1195B, en el Condado de Hunt. El permiso también autoriza la 
eliminación de lodos en un sitio de aplicación terrestre autorizado por la TCEQ, un 
relleno sanitario de co-disposición, una planta de tratamiento de aguas residuales o una 
instalación que procese lodos. 

Esta planta de tratamiento ya está en operación. La limitación final del efluente establece 
que el flujo promedio diario no debe exceder 0.75 millones de galones por día (MGD), ni el 
promedio de descarga durante cualquier período de dos horas debe exceder los 2,083 
galones por minuto (gpm).

The domestic wastewater treatment facility is located approximately 2,100 
feet west of the intersection of Farm-to-Market Road 36 and Farm-to-Market 1903, in Hunt 
County, Texas 75135. The discharge route is from the plant site to to West Caddo Creek; 
thence to Caddo Creek; thence to Lake Tawakoni. TCEQ received this application on 
September 25, 2025. The permit application will be available for viewing and copying at 
Caddo Mills City Hall, Main Administrative Desk, 2313 Main Street, Caddo Mills, in Hunt 
County, Texas prior to the date this notice is published in the newspaper. The application, 
including any updates, and associated notices are available electronically at the following 
webpage: https://www.tceq.texas.gov/permitting/wastewater/pending-permits/tpdes-
applications.

Notice of the Application 
and Preliminary Decision will be published and mailed to those who are on the county-
wide mailing list and to those who are on the mailing list for this application. That notice 
will contain the deadline for submitting public comments. 

PUBLIC COMMENT / PUBLIC MEETING. You may submit public comments or request a 
public meeting on this application. The purpose of a public meeting is to provide the 
opportunity to submit comments or to ask questions about the application. TCEQ will hold a 
public meeting if the Executive Director determines that there is a significant degree of public 



 

interest in the application or if requested by a local legislator. A public meeting is not a 
contested case hearing. 

OPPORTUNITY FOR A CONTESTED CASE HEARING. After the deadline for submitting 
public comments, the Executive Director will consider all timely comments and prepare a 
response to all relevant and material, or significant public comments. Unless the application 
is directly referred for a contested case hearing, the response to comments, and the 
Executive Director’s decision on the application, will be mailed to everyone who 
submitted public comments and to those persons who are on the mailing list for this 
application. If comments are received, the mailing will also provide instructions for 
requesting reconsideration of the Executive Director’s decision and for requesting a 
contested case hearing. A contested case hearing is a legal proceeding similar to a civil trial 
in state district court.  

TO REQUEST A CONTESTED CASE HEARING, YOU MUST INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING ITEMS 
IN YOUR REQUEST: your name, address, phone number; applicant's name and proposed 
permit number; the location and distance of your property/activities relative to the 
proposed facility; a specific description of how you would be adversely affected by the 
facility in a way not common to the general public; a list of all disputed issues of fact that 
you submit during the comment period and, the statement "[I/we] request a contested 
case hearing." If the request for contested case hearing is filed on behalf of a group or 
association, the request must designate the group’s representative for receiving future 
correspondence; identify by name and physical address an individual member of the 
group who would be adversely affected by the proposed facility or activity; provide the 
information discussed above regarding the affected member’s location and distance from 
the facility or activity; explain how and why the member would be affected; and explain 
how the interests the group seeks to protect are relevant to the group’s purpose. 

Following the close of all applicable comment and request periods, the Executive Director will 
forward the application and any requests for reconsideration or for a contested case hearing 
to the TCEQ Commissioners for their consideration at a scheduled Commission meeting. 

The Commission may only grant a request for a contested case hearing on issues the 
requestor submitted in their timely comments that were not subsequently withdrawn. If a 
hearing is granted, the subject of a hearing will be limited to disputed issues of fact or 
mixed questions of fact and law relating to relevant and material water quality concerns 
submitted during the comment period.  

TCEQ may act on an application to renew a permit for discharge of wastewater without 
providing an opportunity for a contested case hearing if certain criteria are met. 

If you submit public comments, a request for a contested case hearing or a 
reconsideration of the Executive Director’s decision, you will be added to the mailing list for 
this specific application to receive future public notices mailed by the Office of the Chief 
Clerk.
