City of Presidio (CN600504906) operates Presidio Wastewater Treatment Facility
(RN104813316), a wastewater facility that services the City of Presidio. The facility is located
at located approximately 1.17 miles east of the intersection of Farm-to-Market Road 170 and
Park Valley Road, in Presidio, Presidio County, Texas 79845.

Discharges from the facility are expected to contain CBOD, TSS, Ammonia Nitrogen, E-coli,
Dissolved Oxygen. Process wastewater is treated by The raw sewage goes to two-5.5 acre
Integrated Facultative Ponds (IFP) preceded by a Bar screen. The IFP’s are followed by Three-2-
acre Subsurface Flow wetlands and Three-2-acre Free Water Surface wetlands respectively.
Following the wetlands, the effluent passes through an Ultraviolet Disinfection System, and
then empties into the Rio Grande River via a 12-inch disposal pipe..
