Santa Cruz Irrigation District No. 15 (SCID#15) holds the right to divert and use for irrigation purposes 73,744.56
acre-feet of Class A water rights, more or less, per anum under COA No 23-804, as amended. SCID#15 currently
has an allocation balance in excess of its projected needs and anticipates that from time to time it will continue to
have an allocation balance in advance of its projected needs. In order to maximize the use of its water rights,
SCID#15 wishes to add a beneficial use for mining purposes to 5,000 acre feet of its water rights and to lease the
water rights during such periods when SCID#15 anticipates having an allocation in excess of its projected needs.

Further, the SCID#15 seeks to acquire authorization to divert the water at any location along the main stem of the
Rio Grande between Lake Amistad, as the upper reach, and the Gulf of Mexico, as the lower reach.

This action is not inconsistent with the 2021 Region M Water Plan and the 2022 State Water Plan.

Section I Declaration of Policy, Purpose, and Intent

The Board of Directors of the Santa Cruz Irrigation District No. 15 deems it to be in the interest
of the District to adopt Rules and Regulations governing the equitable and efficient allocation of
limited water supplies during times of shortage. These Rules and Regulations constitute the
District’s drought contingency plan required under Section 11.1272, Texas Water Code, Vernon’s
Texas Codes Annotated, and associated administrative rules of the Texas Commission on
Environmental Quality (Title 30, Texas Administrative Code, Chapter 288).

Section II: User Involvement

Opportunity for users of water from the Santa Cruz Irrigation District No. 15 was provided by
means of posting on webpage, at our District office and via mail outs, as well as monthly meetings
that allow for public input on this and any other subject of interest to the respeciive landowner
and district stakeholders.

Section III: User Education

The Santa Cruz Irrigation District No. 15 will periodically provide water users with information
about the Plan, including information about the conditions under which water allocation is to be
initiated or terminated and the district’s policies and procedures for water allocation. This
information will be provided by means of posting on webpage, at our District office and via mail
outs, as well as monthly meetings that allow for public input on this and any other subject of
interest to landowners and district stakeholders.
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Section IV:  Authorization

The General Manager is hereby authorized and directed to implement the applicable provision of
the Plan upon determination by the Board that such implementation is necessary to ensure the
equitable and efficient allocation of limited water supplies during times of shortage.

Section V: Application

The provisions of the Plan shall apply to all persons utilizing water provided by the Santa Cruz
Irrigation District No. 15. The term “person” as used in the Plan includes individuals,
corporations, partnerships, associations, and all other legal entities.

Section VI: Initiation of Water Allocation

The General Manager shall monitor water supply conditions on a monthly basis and shall make
recommendations to the Board regarding irrigation of water allocation. Upon approval of the

Board, water allocation will become effective when the combined storage in the Aminstad and
Falcon Resevoirs i rl ra ity for the District water balance.

Section VII: Termination of Water Allocation

The district’s water allocation policies will remain in effect until the conditions defined in Section
IV of the Plan no longer exist and the Board deems that the need to allocate water no longer
exists.

Section VIII: Notice

Notice of the initiation of water allocation will be given by notice posted on the District's public

bulletin board and by mail to each account holder for flat rate assessments anda/or active
irrigation.

Section IX: Water Allocation

(a) In identifying specific, quantified targets for water allocation to be achieved
during periods of water shortages and drought, each irrigation user shall be
allocated 3 irrigations or 2.0 acre-feet of water each flat rate acre on which all
taxes, fees, and charges have been paid. The water allotment in each irrigation
account will be expressed in acre-feet of water.
