Administrative Code (TAC) § 295.1, et seq. Mailed notice to the downstream water right holders 
of record in the Neches-Trinity Coastal Basin is required pursuant to Title 30 TAC § 295.154(a). 
 
Bechtel Energy Inc. seeks a temporary water use permit to divert and use not to exceed 250 
acre-feet of water, within a period of three years, from the Port Arthur Ship Channel at a 
maximum combined diversion rate of 3.34 cfs (1,500 gpm), for industrial purposes in Jefferson 
County. 
 
Water will be diverted from a diversion reach which has an upstream limit located at Latitude 
29.788447° N, Longitude 93.949957° W and a downstream limit located at Latitude 29.786278° 
N, Longitude 93.949103° W in Jefferson County, ZIP Code 77640. 
 
The application was received on May 15, 2023, and fees were received June 16 and 28, 2023. 
Additional information was received on June 22 and July 25, 2023. The application was 
declared administratively complete and accepted for filing with the Office of the Chief Clerk on 
August 7, 2023. 
 
The Executive Director completed the technical review of the application and prepared a draft 
permit. The draft permit, if granted, would include special conditions including, but not limited 
to, the installation of a measuring device for diversions.

Environmental reviews of water right applications are conducted in accordance with 

applicable provisions of the Texas Water Code (TWC) and the administrative rules 
of the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ). The provisions 

applicable to environmental reviews can vary according to the type and the location 
of the authorization requested. 

APPLICATION SUMMARY 

Bechtel Energy Inc. (Applicant) requests a temporary water use permit to divert a 
maximum of 250 acre-feet of water within a three-year period from a reach on the 

Port Arthur Ship Channel, Neches-Trinity Coastal Basin, at a maximum combined 
diversion rate of 3.34 cfs (1,500 gpm), for industrial purposes in Jefferson County. 

ENVIRONMENTAL ANALYSIS 

On April 20, 2011, the TCEQ adopted environmental flow standards for the Sabine 
and Neches Rivers, and Sabine Lake Bay (Title 30 Texas Administrative Code (TAC) 

Chapter 298 Subchapter C). These environmental flow standards are considered 
adequate to support a sound ecological environment (Title 30 TAC §298.260). This 
review is conducted in accordance with §11.147(e-3) of the TWC and Title 30 TAC 

Chapter 298 Subchapter C (Sabine and Neches Rivers, and Sabine Lake Bay). Title 
30 TAC §298.280 does not include instream environmental flow standards for the 

Neches-Trinity Coastal Basin. The Applicant’s proposed diversion location is in the 
tidally-influenced portion of the Port Arthur Ship Channel. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 

Resource Protection staff recommend the following Special Condition be included in 
the proposed permit, if granted:

HYDROLOGY REVIEW 

Application Summary 
 
Bechtel Energy, Inc. (Applicant) requests a temporary water use permit to divert a 
maximum of 250 acre-feet of water within a three-year period from a reach on the 
Port Arthur Ship Channel, Neches-Trinity Coastal Basin, at a maximum combined 
diversion rate of 3.34 cfs (1,500 gpm), for industrial purposes in Jefferson County. 
 
The application was declared administratively complete on August 7, 2023. 
 
Hydrology Review 
 
Resource Protection staff did not recommend instream flow requirements for this 
application; however, they did recommend a special condition. See Resource 
Protection memo dated September 7, 2023. 
 
 
On April 20, 2011, the TCEQ adopted environmental flow standards for the Sabine 
and Neches River Basins and Sabine Lake Bay (Chapter 298 – Environmental Flow 
Standards for Surface Water, Subchapter C). The adopted rules do not include 
freshwater inflow standards for Sabine Lake Bay. The Sabine and Neches Rivers 
and Sabine Lake Bay Basin and Bay Expert Science Team (BBEST) indicated that

the average annual inflow to Sabine Lake Bay is 14,000,000 acre-feet per year.1 
The BBEST also indicated that 8.9% of this volume originates from Texas and 
Louisiana Coastal Inflows.2 Staff found that a diversion of 250 acre-feet of water is 
less than 0.02% of the total average annual inflow originating from the Texas and 
Louisiana Coastal Inflows to Sabine Lake Bay. Therefore, Staff is of the opinion that 
the diversion should not result in a significant reduction of freshwater inflows to 
Sabine Lake Bay.  
 
Regarding water availability, the application requests a temporary appropriation of 
saline water from Port Arthur Ship Channel; therefore, a water availability analysis 
is not necessary. 
 
The diversion requested in the application is for a short period of time (three 
years). The temporary permit will be junior to all existing water rights and subject 
to suspension if water is needed for those rights. Staff’s opinion is that the existing 
water rights will not be affected by this short-term permit. 
 
Conclusion 
 
Staff can support granting the application provided the permit includes Resource
